3.1
DDC – Anna Wilson and Rhian Morgan – Review of Staverton Conservation Area 
There is a review being undertaken by DDC, which is expected to last around 6 months.  This is an exercise taking place throughout the District. The existing Conservation Area will be reviewed and deemed if fit for purpose. Any merits will be considered to include or remove areas in the appraisal.  There is a criteria which is adhered to, and determines areas of architectural or historic interest.  A guidance appraisal document will be produced for review by the PC.  Public consultation  will then take place for a 6 week period. Once adopted by DDC this document can aid planning applications.
4        OPEN FORUM

4.1      Reports from members of the public - Nil
4.2      Reports from District & County Councillors – DDC (JMG) – The government consultation on the forming of the unitary councils has finished and a decision will be announced in March 2019.  2 Unitary Councils have been formed and the names decided. Staverton will be in the West Northamptonshire Unitary Council. A joint committee has been created, and a suggestion of 3 members per county division, although the government have said 2.  The Shadow Authority will be created in June 2019, the Boundary Commission engaged and a draft budget prepared in August 2019. Elections will take place in May 2020.  3 Neighbourhood Plans have been adopted, Badby, Guilsborough and Welton.  DDC currently meet the land supply requirements, but will fall below once in the Unitary Council.  The waste service being provided by Norse is much improved and has risen to 57% recycling.
5         MINUTES

5.1      APPROVE MINUTES of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 8th January 2019 and the Extraordinary Meeting held on Tuesday 22nd January 2019:

Minutes – 8th January 2019 - The following amendment was proposed by JFG, seconded by GE and all voted in favour:
Item 3.1 Reports from members of the Public - R Frost requested a re-cap on the SNDP and the Housing Needs Survey which determined the need for the sum of around 15 dwellings which could be built adjacent to the Village Confines.  Following some direction from the Chair, GE gave his interpretation of how this had come about.  Following a further exchange, JMG confirmed that this was not the sole driver behind the SNDP being developed.
The following amendment was proposed by JFG, seconded to GE and all voted in favour:

Item 6.1 Official recording of Parish Council Meetings - JFG has suggested that it would be of benefits of Councillors if PC meetings were recorded.  JMG suggested that it could then be useful to transmit these recordings on the website.  TOG advised that he already personally records the meeting for his own purposes
The following amendment was proposed by JFG, seconded by JMG and all voted in favour:
Item 6.3  National Grid Gas – Lease of the Gas Site, Daventry Road, Staverton – The terms of the lease were not agreed by National Grid Gas, as they did not want to include the rent review stipulated by the PC

JMG proposed that the minutes of the 8th January 2019 were then an accurate record of the meeting, seconded by TWG and all voted in favour. The minutes were signed and dated by the Chairman.

Minutes - 22nd January 2019 - GE proposed that the minutes of the 22nd January 2019 were then an accurate record of the meeting, seconded by SF and with 6 votes in favour, JFG abstained. The minutes were signed and dated by the Chairman.

MATTERS ARISING 

6.1
Traffic Calming scheme for the Village – DDC Grant Application – The application was re-submitted to DDC, and was awarded 50% of the grant funding requested (£8,400), under the new scoring system used.  The conditions attached to the funding are too tight for the PC in this financial year.   DDC have confirmed that under exceptional circumstances the full figure required (£16,800) could be approved.  This will be discussed further at the March meeting.
6.2
Braunston Lane Footpath – DDC Grant Application – This application was not successful.  TWG proposed that this is removed from the agenda, seconded by IW and all voted in favour.
6.3
Playing Field – Vehicle Access Gate – This project is ongoing.
6.4
Parish Defibrillator – Defer to March as difficulty in contacting the suppliers.  
6.5
New PC Website – Amendments have been done to the new website, with more work required, but it is a great improvement.
(R Frost – District Councillor arrives)

National Grid Gas – Lease of the Gas Site, Daventry Road, Staverton – The Solicitor has been placed on hold, and the invoice is on the agenda for approval.  There are no further updates to report.
7
BUSINESS 

7.1
DDC – Review of the Staverton Conservation Area – The PC will await the report from DDC before undertaking the review and submitting comments.
7.2
Recording of Parish Council Meetings – JMG proposed that JFG researches the equipment required for recording the PC Meetings and this will be discussed further at the March meeting, seconded by TWG and all voted in favour.  JFG requested that an up to date phone list is circulated with contact details for all parish councillors.
7.3 
Staverton Neighbourhood Development Plan (SNDP) - A workshop has been undertaken to go through the comments received and responses agreed.  A change was requested to Q10 regarding the Pocket Park, which was amended and a drawing will be submitted with the response. JMG then proposed that this is submitted to DDC, seconded by GE and all voted in favour.  The Examiner will now write a report for factual correction, which will have a 7 day turnaround period, JMG proposed that this review is undertaken by GE, seconded by SF and all voted in favour.
7.4 
Staverton Village Charities/Staverton Reading Room Trust – Accounts have been received from the Reading Room Trust for 2016/17. No grants have been handed out, nor any applications received.  This trust is for the benefit of the community. There is no investment of the funds held and a query was raised over the trustees on the Trust. ToG will investigate.  

JMG has reviewed the latest Staverton Relief in Need accounts. JFG proposed that the Charity review the accounts submitted at the Annual Parish Meeting, as in the PC’s opinion these do not balance, seconded by IW and all voted in favour.  
It will also be asked as to how the village community has benefited from the grants provided, as this has been very successful recently.
7.5
Election of PC Representative – Village Hall Committee – JMG proposed that IW is the Village Hall Representative, seconded by SF and with 6 votes in favour and 1 against (JFG).
7.6
Toilet Facilities – Football Pitches – There have been further reports of the lack of toilet facilities at the football pitches.  The Clerk will write to Drayton Grange Juniors FC and ask that portable toilets be provided, as was assured when the representatives from the football club approached the PC initially with their plans for playing on the pitches. Proposed by JMG, seconded by SF and all voted in favour.
7.7
Village Waste Bins Report – Norse have contacted the Chairman with regards to the plans last year to swap the waste bins around to alleviate the overflowing problem at The Green.  ToG proposed that there is no longer any problem so no meeting is required, seconded by GE and all voted in favour.
7.8 
Staverton Disused Quarry – An e-mail has been received asking if the site is included in the SNDP.  ToG proposed that the response be provided stating that no it is not and no plans have been made to include the site, seconded by IW, and all voted in favour.
7.9
Letter from MP – Chris Heaton Harris to the Chairman – This letter has been circulated to all.  There is no money available for the grants he has mentioned in his letter and this response will be provided. Proposed by ToG, seconded by IW and all voted in favour.
7.10 
Clerk’s Appraisal – Policy Review – ToG proposed that JMG and JFG review the policy and report back to the PC in March, seconded by GE and all voted in favour.
8
REPRESENTATIVES UPDATES 

8.1
Grass Mowing Representative update (JFG) – The RPI (retail price index) will be checked by JFG and the Clerk and the grass mowing contractor advised of the increase.  
8.2
Highways Representative update (SF) – The grit bin adopted by the PC on The Green needs to be regularly monitored, as is currently half full.  All the NCC grit bins are full.  A response has been received from the residents of The Hatch regarding the rut in the grass verge, and this will be circulated to all.
8.3
Playing Field Representative update (TWG) – There has been a tidy up of the Playing Field undertaken with 2 bin bags of rubbish collected, trees trimmed and fencing repaired. Another working day has been arranged for the 24th February.
8.4
Street Lighting Representative update (JFG) – E-On have confirmed that the three new street lights will be installed soon.  Two street lights have been reported as out, JFG will check and report to the Clerk for attention by Aylesbury Mains.  ToG proposed that when two or more street lights are reported as faulty, these be reported in to the contractors for repair without the requirement to wait for a PC meeting, seconded by TWG and all voted in favour.
8.5
Police Liaison Representative update (GE) – The December crime report advises of criminal damage to a vehicle in Croft Lane.  One resident is keen to set up a WhatsApp group to notify residents signed up, of any crime or suspect activity in the area.

Rights of Way Representative (GE) – The Well Lane steps (FD7) and the specification of the equipment required to repair these will be forwarded to the NCC Rights of Way Officer. Proposed by GE, seconded by JFG and all voted in favour.
