4.1       Clerk’s Resignation – Following the resignation from the Clerk, the last working day will be 14th June 2019.  MN spoke to JFG and advised that she considered that he had breached the Code of Conduct with his behaviour towards both JMG and the Clerk and stated that this kind of bullying treatment is not acceptable.  TWG expressed his thanks to the Clerk, and this was echoed by IW, SF and MN. 
JMG proposed, JFG seconded, that the advert for a replacement Clerk will be posted in the newspaper, on the village noticeboards, village website and NCALC.  The interviewing committee will consist of 3 member of the PC; those suggested were JMG, TWG and GE.  The recommendation for appointing the Clerk, following the interview process, will be made at the PC meeting in June.  The interviews will be held the week commencing 13th May.   All voted in favour to proceed.

DDC – Litter Picking Equipment Offer – There are 7 kits available to collect which will then be for the parish to keep.  IW proposed that ToG collect and store the equipment, seconded by TWG and with 6 votes in favour and 1 against (JFG). Carried.
The litter picking equipment will be available to use by anyone at anytime and JMG proposed that it be checked that the PC insurance covers those using the equipment, seconded by JFG, and all voted in favour.  A process will be put in place for the litter picking.

DA/2019/0267 - Retrospective application to regularise use of existing farm shop and cafe building for wedding ceremonies and events in addition to current permitted use – Skylark Fields Farm, Shuckburgh Road, Staverton
