3        OPEN FORUM

3.1      Reports from members of the public – Concerns were raised about the pre planning presentation for the Braunston Lane site which was held during the March Meeting. ToG advised that it is common practice for planning consultants to engage with the local community before a potential planning application is submitted, and confirmed that the PC made no comments on the evening.  R Frost confirmed that a FOI request has been made to the Clerk for copies of all draft minutes and clerk’s written notes from September 2018.  The draft minutes have been provided to Councillor Frost. 
3.2      Reports from District & County Councillors – R Frost (DDC) confirmed that the playground improvements in the Daventry Country Park have been well received.  The unitary council is progressing. Concerns were raised as to the condition of the Daventry ring road by a member of the public.  It was confirmed by JMG that this is the responsibility of NCC.
4         MINUTES

4.1      APPROVE MINUTES of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 5th March 2019
JFG proposed the following amendments to the minutes, there being no seconder, these amendments were not carried:
Item 6.1 Traffic Calming Scheme for the Village - DDC Grant Application - (second sentence), payment receipt (seventh sentence), JMG proposed that NCC be asked to waive the handling fee and to clarify with DDC both the possibility of direct invoicing and the possibility of a piecemeal drawdown.
Item 7.2 Staverton Neighbourhood Development Plan (SNDP - Examiners Report - (Add at the end), JFG noted that JMG had agreed at the January Meeting (item 6.2) to ascertain who contacted the Examiner direct.  JMG insisted she had circulated an email to everyone in this regards.  JFG said that he had not received one and JMG agreed to resend.
Item 8.4 Street Lighting Representative update (JFG) - Completion of the latest update has been delayed.  The new Column and Lantern has been installed in Manor Road, but E-On arrived on site with the wrong wall brackets for the other two locations which could not be completed. 
JMG proposed that the March minutes are approved, seconded by TWG and with 3 votes in favour, 1 against (JFG) and 2 abstentions (SF,MN), the minutes were signed as an accurate record and were signed and dated by the Chairman.

FEBRUARY 2019 MINUTES – Wording of the report from the District Councillor (JFG) – Concerns were raised by JFG that the minutes of the District Councillor report provided by JMG in the February minutes were not taken by the Clerk.  JFG is sure that the wording was passed to the Clerk from JMG.  An allegation was also made by JFG that as the Chairman is recording the meeting, and taking more notes that the Clerk, and that he is creating the minutes for the PC meetings. ToG has given the recording of the February meeting to JFG and the Clerk has offered to show the notes taken at the time to confirm the accuracy. JFG’s proposal for the amendment to this part of the minutes was not seconded.

MATTERS ARISING 

5.1
Traffic Calming scheme for the Village – JMG has spoken with contacts at both NCC and DDC and the process of ordering the equipment and DDC paying the grant on production of invoices has been agreed.  JFG advised that the group had been in contact over the last few days and the Section 50 licence application is being processed by NCC.  As appropriate, the group should then be given the authority to order the equipment as required. JMG proposed that the working party be given the authority to order the equipment in between the PC Meetings, seconded by TWG and all voted in favour.

Playing Field – Vehicle Access Gate – This is now installed with just slight adjustments to be made.  ToG proposed that this item be removed from the agenda, seconded by TWG and all voted in favour.

Parish Defibrillator – There is a new Northamptonshire Co-Ordinator in place, and MN will contact suppliers to obtain a new charge stick.

Toilet Facilities & Parking Issues – Drayton Grange Juniors Football Pitches – Following no response from the Chairman of DGJFC, the Clerk will write to Northants FA and report the club for failing to provide toilet facilities at the pitches.  Proposed by JMG, seconded by SF, 5 votes in favour, 1 abstention (JFG)

Staverton Relief in Need Accounts – Due to a recent bereavement, this item will be put on hold.

Staverton Reading Room Trust – A meeting will be held later in the month and ToG will update at the May meeting.

Staverton Spring Clean – Saturday 6th April 10am – The volunteers will meet in the Vets car park and undertake the litter pick.
6
BUSINESS 
6.1
Recording Equipment for Parish Council Meetings – It has been confirmed that the machine does not require an encryption facility for uploading the recordings to YouTube. It was proposed by JFG, seconded by TWG and all voted in favour that the purchasing of the equipment will be deferred to the May meeting along with an amended policy produced for review, since the capital expenditure element had been removed from  the agenda title.
6.2 
Staverton Neighbourhood Development Plan (SNDP) – JMG is to review the amendments sent through by DDC, and GE will proof read. The Plan will then be presented to DDC Strategy Group.  JMG confirmed that all e-mails leading to contacting the Examiner direct have been circulated, as requested previously by JFG. ToG has updated all the maps as requested, with the exception of one which he is awaiting from DDC.
6.3 
The Aunt Joy Family Trust – Future Plans for the Retained Land in Croft Lane, Staverton – Following an e-mail request for a private meeting, a response will be given by the Clerk that only attendance at a parish council meeting will be acceptable to provide a presentation.
6.4
DLP (Planning) Ltd – Land at Braunston Lane, Staverton – Following an e-mail request with regards to the amount of houses to be developed on the site, the Clerk will respond stating that a response will only be provided once a planning application is submitted.
6.5
Annual Parish Meeting – Thursday 25th April 2019 6:30pm for a 7pm start.  Guests will be invited and a leaflet drop around the village.  JMG will print the leaflets and invoice accordingly.  JMG/TWG will purchase the wine, and SF will purchase the cheese and nibbles. ToG proposed that expenditure up to £100.00 be approved to cover the food/drink expenses, seconded by MN and with 5 votes in favour and 1 abstention (JFG). It was further agreed that guests should include the Charities, the Village Hall, the Police, Robin Brown as NCC Councillor and Rupert Frost as DDC Councillor.   A presentation will also be given by JMG concerning the establishment of the new Unitary Authority and the Traffic Calming Group will make a presentation concerning the new measures proposed on the A425.

Polling Places Review – SF proposed that the Village Hall remains the best location for the Polling Station, seconded by JMG and all voted in favour.
7
REPRESENTATIVES UPDATES 

7.1
Grass Mowing Representative update (JFG) – The grass cutting season has commenced and positive feedback received.
7.2
Highways Representative update (SF) – SF will contact Mr Godber about the issue with the ditch flooding on the A425 between his property and Skylarks.  MN raised the issue of the road subsidence outside the Hotel, and SF will contact Ian Boyes (NCC Highways).  JFG has concerns of newly installed gates which open out onto the highway in Croft Lane; the resident will check the deeds of the property to determine where the boundary of the property is.  Reports of uncontrolled dogs with horse riders are causing concern, a copy of the Dog Control Orders be circulated.  It was agreed that the footways in Braunston Lane and Oakham Lane are in need of maintenance and with no funding forthcoming for the refurbishment by either NCC or DDC; a consultation will take place with the village to determine if parishioners would be prepared to see these repairs undertaken by the PC and the costs added to the precept.  This item will be added to APM Agenda.
7.3
Playing Field Representative update (TWG) – A maintenance day will take place on Sunday 7th April at 10am.
7.4
Street Lighting Representative update (JFG) – JFG has spoken with E-On, the wrong wall brackets were ordered as part of the final upgrade phase, and the correct ones have yet to be ordered. JMG proposed that JFG send an e-mail to confirm the situation to E-On, seconded by MN and all voted in favour.
7.5
Police Liaison Representative update (GE) – There have been 3 crimes reported in March, 1 anti-social behaviour in Braunston Lane and 2 thefts from the Hotel.  25 parishioners have joined the Staverton Watch WhatsApp group.
7.6 
Rights of Way Representative update (GE) – The Well Lane steps (FD7) will be repaired by NCC Rights of Way Team once there are available funds. The wooden stile along this path is also dangerous and in need of attention.
