1. OPENING PROCEDURES

1.1       Election of Chairman – IW proposed JMG as Chairman, seconded by SF, JFG proposed

himself as Chairman, seconded by GE and with 4 votes in favour of JMG and with 2 votes in favour

of JFG and 1 abstention.  JMG is elected as Chairman until May 2020.  The Declaration of

Acceptance was signed.
1.2 Election of Vice Chairman – TWG proposed GE as Vice Chairman until May 2020, seconded by SF and all voted in favour.  The Declaration of Acceptance was signed.

3.1      Reports from members of the public - Nil


3.2      Reports from District & County Councillors – District Councillor Rupert Frost reported that meetings continue regarding the Hellidon Bridge closure in Charwelton.  There are the three parties involved with the negotiations (DDC. NCC and ARP), with the repair bill increasing all the time, which is currently standing at around £120,000. It is hoped that the road will reopen later this year.  The Daventry Library is now open in the Abbey Centre, and improvements have been made to the Country Park. JMG advised that the decision has been approved to proceed with the Unitary Councils.  There will be a Shadow Authority elected in May 2020, with full Unitary in place from May 2021.  Parish elections will take place in May 2020, which will involve Staverton parish. 
4         MINUTES

4.1      APPROVE MINUTES of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 7th May 2019 and Tuesday 4th June 2019 

JFG proposed the following amendments to the minutes of the 7th May 2019, seconded by JMG and all voted in favour (GE abstained):

Item 1.5 – SF seconded the proposal.
Item 6.5 – This will cover all the legal consent for the street furniture.

The minutes of the meeting held on the 4th June 2019 were proposed as an accurate record of the meeting, seconded by MN and with 7 votes in favour and 1 against (JFG).

The minutes were signed and dated by the Chairman.

MATTERS ARISING 

5.1
Reading Room Trust – JFG advises that that latest set of accounts are not showing on the village website, only 2017/18.  ToG stated that the accounts were presented at the Annual Parish Meeting with a short report and this has been uploaded to the website.  There is committee meeting this evening, and a copy of the accounts (2018/19) will be requested from Rupert Frost, if they are available. Discuss further at the July meeting.
5.2
Toilet Facilities – Drayton Grange Juniors FC – Environmental Heath (DDC) advise that it is the responsibility of the landowner to ensure toilet facilities are provided for those attending the football.  GE proposed that the Clerk write to the landowner, and the adjacent landowner, to inform them both of the situation, seconded by SF and all voted in favour.

Northants ACRE – Historic Charity Files – JFG is currently reviewing the files. Defer to July.
5.4
Croft Lane – Publicly Maintained Highway – A site visit has been undertaken by NCC.  They advise that the footways along Oakham Lane do not meet the intervention levels for repair works to be carried out.  The issue regarding the gates on Croft Lane, SF advises that they were looking at the wrong property.  JFG is in communication with Ian Boyes (NCC Highways) and is awaiting a response.

Daventry Settlements & Countryside Local Plan Examination – JFG attended the Examination, to discuss the hierarchy status of Staverton parish.  With the loss of the bus service and the shop, the village is placed in the wrong tier.  There was support given from the consultants present at the meeting.  If the SNDP is adopted later this month, this will need to reflect in the DDC Local Plan, and the views be taken into consideration.

DDC – Parish & Town Councils Meeting – This was attended by JMG.  NCC Highways reported that they have a budget of £14,000 for the whole County for highway repairs, and safety concerns will be addressed first.  Parishes can request work, but there is no funding for footway repairs.  Pot hole repair criteria is 20mm or over, not a gradient, but square edged defect only.  The gritting will be reinstated on all routes; the Clerk will check that Badby Lane has been included.  Weed killing has also been reinstated for the parishes.  Norse have advised that they are able to  provide assistance with any maintenance works required in the villages.

Parish Tree Wardens – Sheila Gilder (NCC) has advised by e-mail that there are no guidelines for the Parish Tree Wardens.  The Clerk will contact and ask if there is any literature available for this scheme at all.
6
BUSINESS 

6.1 
Replacement Clerk – The Clerk ended her employment on 14th June 2019.  With only one application received, and a change of heart from the outgoing Clerk, SF proposed that Sue Porter be re-appointed as Clerk, seconded by IW and all voted in favour.  MN advises that a duty of care be shown to the Clerk.  NCALC will be contacted regarding the contract, as to whether the existing one  is continued, or a new contract agreed.

Staverton Neighbourhood Development Plan – Referendum – 27th June 2019 

- DDC have published some marketing material for the Referendum.  Polling cards have been distributed.  ToG proposed that a leaflet drop be delivered to all households, as a reminder to vote, and using DDC wording, seconded by MN, 6 votes in favour and 1 against (JFG).  It was agreed that JMG would print the leaflets and invoice the PC.  GE reminded all parish councillors that they should not try and influence the vote of others, just promote the voting day. DDC have sent through 4 amendments to produce the “made” plan, should this be adopted.  ToG requested a copy of the latest version for the website.
6.3
Recording of PC Meetings Policy – JMG to produce for consideration at the July meeting.

Planning Representative – Terms of Reference – JFG to produce for consideration at the July meeting.

Review of Policy Documents – These will be reviewed once all the new policies are adopted.
6.6 
Traffic Calming Scheme – A425 – The location has been agreed for the Vehicle Activated Signs.  The Section 50 licence has been signed and is ready to be posted; copies will be provided to the householders closest to the signs.

Advice has been requested from Thornby Parish Meeting (Thornby Traffic Working Group). It was agreed that the sharing of information and the grant application will be passed on by the Clerk.  They will also be advised to contact their Ward Member for support in the process.  
6.7 
DDC – Staverton Conservation Area Consultation – This will be discussed further at the July meeting and any comments provided by the 15th July 2019.  A workshop will be held on 3rd July in the Village Hall.
6.8
Barn Lease Renewal & Rent Review – The current tenant is happy to remain and there is no maintenance work required, the roof is not leaking.  There will be a minimal monthly rent increase, fixed for 4 years.  JFG proposed the cost of living increase for the 4 years be 10%, rounded down, to a new rent of £100.00 per month, seconded by SF and with 5 votes in favour, 1 abstention (ToG) and 1 against (IW).

Trees overhanging village lamp posts – ToG has identified lamp posts which have the light obscured by overhanging branches.  TWG proposed that these are trimmed by ToG, subject to the landowner’s permission, seconded by GE and all voted in favour. 
6.10 
Shrubs overhanging village pavements – There are shrubs overhanging the village pavements in Glebe Lane. GE proposed that the landowners will be contacted by ToG in the first instance, and should the request to trim back be ignored, these will be reported to NCC Highways, seconded by SF and with 5 votes and 2 abstentions (TWG, JFG).  It was also agreed that the policy needs to be reviewed.

Blocked drain at junction of Manor Road and Glebe Lane – There are several blocked drains around the village which SF will report in to NCC Highways.  Other locations include Home Close and Churchfields.

Grass Mowing Representative update (JFG) – There has been a letter received from a resident concerned with the cutting of wildflowers along Daventry Road by the contractor.  The Clerk will need to confirm the position with NCC, and check that if these areas are left, the PC grant will not be affected.

Highways Representative update (SF) – SF confirmed that the blocked drains will be reported to Street Doctor, as agreed in Item 6.11

Playing Field Representative update (TWG) – The Wicksteed Annual Inspection Report has been received and will be discussed at the July meeting.  A working party will be arranged to undertake any items detailed.

Street Lighting Representative update (JFG) – E-On are still awaiting the wall lanterns to be in stock, to complete the street lighting upgrade.

Police Liaison Representative update – 2 burglaries occurred in March, and 1 anti-social incident in April.

Rights of Way Representative update – The stile and steps along Well Lane (FD7) remain in need of repair, and funding is awaited from NCC Rights of Way
