1. OPENING PROCEDURES

1.1 Apologies received – I Weaver (IW) and Robin Brown (NCC)
1.2 Subsequent announcements – A resignation letter has been received from Terry Gilford.  The Clerk will notify DDC of the PC vacancy, the vacancy will be advertised on the website and noticeboard.

3         OPEN FORUM

3.1      Reports from members of the public – It was requested what was implied with regards to the reference of the quarry site discussed at the February 2019 meeting.  JMG was reported to have said to IW, “this will not affect the parish as it is not in the curtilage of the proposed development site of 15 houses”. JMG agreed to listen to the recording of the meeting, which can be provided from a personal recording belonging to ToG, and confirm what the response meant.  

There were also questions asked as to the recording of the meetings and when they will be available to the public, it was confirmed that this will be after the policy is adopted.

3.2      Reports from District & County Councillors 
R Frost (DDC) – An order has been passed at DDC for emergency stopping places for travellers.  The budget for £20,000 has been removed enabling free stalls to the Market Traders, £75,000 for the Daventry Town Centre Vision and £730,000 for the Daventry to Braunston Cycleway has been approved.  
J Gilford (DDC) – The draft structural change order for the Unitary Authority has been received.  The boundaries have been confirmed, and there will be 3 members per division, making a total of 93 members.  The Leader and Deputy Leader of DDC have both resigned and there will be an October election to replace these positions.
4         MINUTES

4.1      APPROVE MINUTES of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 2nd July 2019 

JFG proposed the following amendments to the minutes of the 2nd July 2019, seconded by GE and all voted in favour.

5.3      Northants ACRE – Historic Charity Files – It was agreed that JFG would dispose of the records as they were duplicates of information already available
5.5       Parish Tree Warden Scheme – As the NCC scheme is no longer in operation, JFG will write Terms of Reference for the SPC Tree Representative for approval at the next meeting.
6.1      JFG proposed, IW seconded, to write to DDC in connection with how the impact of not placing Staverton in the “Other Villages” hierarchy group had resulted in a negative outcome for the adoption of a Staverton Neighbourhood Development Plan.
7.2   Highway Representative - This just leaves the overhanging shrubs in Glebe Lane. (JFG declared a prejudicial interest and left the room). The Clerk was asked to report to the issue to NCC Highways, as per the PC policy. (JFG returned to the room)
JMG then proposed that the minutes are adopted as a correct record of the meeting, seconded by SF and with 4 votes in favour and 1 against (JFG)

MATTERS ARISING 

5.1
Reading Room Trust – Accounts 2018/19 – No accounts have been received for the 2018/19, but it was agreed that these are not due until the Annual Parish Meeting in 2020. MN proposed that this item is removed from the agenda, seconded by JFG and all voted in favour. Item It was proposed by JFG that the Staverton Relief in Need Charity are contacted and asked to clarify the apparent discrepancies that appeared in their 2017/2018 accounts, seconded by SF and all voted in favour.

Toilet Facilities – Drayton Grange Juniors FC – The landowner has been contacted by letter regarding the problem, no response has been received as yet.

Croft Lane – Publicly Maintained Highway – NCC have confirmed that on the recent site visit the wrong gates were inspected. They will return and provide a further inspection report.
5.4 
Internal Audit Report 2018/19 – The Minutes Policy is currently being reviewed by the PC, therefore the internal auditor’s comments about the minutes will be taken into account.

BUSINESS 
6.1
Staverton Neighbourhood Development Plan

a) Response to letter sent to DDC regarding hierarchy status of the village (Local Plan) – DDC have responded to the PC letter advising that the comments will not be taken into account as the consultation period has ended. The PC now awaits the Inspectors Report.

b) Parish Meeting (10th September 2019) – MN proposed that the meeting be advertised on the website and noticeboard, seconded by JFG and all voted in favour.
c) Letter from Stephen Mair (Andrew Granger & Co Ltd) – An e-mail has been received following the result of the referendum.  The Clerk will respond advising that no further action will be taken until after the Parish Meeting on the 10th September, when the mandate from the village with regards to the SNDP is agreed.
6.2
Review and Adoption of SPC Policies 
a) Policy 014 - Recording and Reporting of PC Meetings – Defer to September
b) Policy 005 – Amendments prior to the approval of previous meeting minutes – Defer to September
c) Policy 009 – Publication of draft minutes – Defer to September

e) Policy 010 – Complaints Policy (Flowchart) – It was proposed by GE that the flowchart is adopted, seconded by ToG and all voted in favour.
f)  Policy 016 – Health & Safety Policy – JFG will amend to include the parish councillors along with the employees on the policy.
6.3 
Traffic Calming Scheme – A425 – There have been problems with the cheque for the Traffic Order being mislaid by NCC.  JFG proposed that a duplicate cheque be written, with a view to cancelling the “lost” cheque, should this not be located, seconded by SF and all voted in favour.
6.4 
DDC – Staverton Conservation Area Consultation – Following a review by DDC, two new listed buildings are now included, and the Conservation Area has been extended.  The PC await the full report from DDC
6.5 
The Barn – Lease – The current tenant has advised by e-mail that they will be providing one months’ notice to vacate the Barn within the next few months.  The vacancy will be advertised on the noticeboard and website.
6.6 
Trees – Offer of planting trees in public open spaces – This offer will be posted on the website and noticeboard for planting ideas from the parishioners.  
6.7 
Parking – Problems in Oakham Lane – There are several vehicles constantly blocking the pavement in Oakham Lane. The Clerk will write an open letter to all households in Oakham Lane stating the requirements to leave the pedestrian access free, so as not to obstruct the footpath, allow room for emergency vehicles and to use alternative parking arrangements.  Proposed by ToG, seconded by GE and with 4 votes in favour and 1 against (JFG).  The Clerk will circulate the leaflet for approval and MN has agreed to deliver.
6.8 
Staverton Village - Video Surveillance - Following several instances of criminal activity in the village over the past few months, GE has suggested that 24 hour surveillance coverage at the 3 entrances to the village.   The village will be asked for their opinions on the website, noticeboard and through the Staverton Watch WhatsApp group.
6.9
Parish Tree Warden – Terms of Reference (JFG) – JFG proposed that the terms of reference are adopted, seconded by SF and all voted in favour.
6.10 
JFG – Procedural Complaint – GE takes the Chair for this part of the meeting due to the complaint involving JMG.   The complaint details the inaccuracies and the mis-information with regards to the amendments of the June minutes.  GE will undertake a full investigation and report back at the September meeting.

REPRESENTATIVES UPDATES 

7.1
Grass Mowing Representative update (JFG) – 1 cut has been missed, presumably due to the weather, but the service remains excellent
7.2
Highways Representative update (SF) – SF is receiving detailed weekly programme reports from NCC Highways.  The blocked gullies in Manor Road were mentioned, SF confirms that these have already been reported.  Home Close is also having a problem with flooding.
7.3
Playing Field Representative update – Due to the resignation of T Gilford, ToG has agreed to take the representative position on a temporary basis, proposed by GE, seconded by MN and all voted in favour.  The role will be advertised on the website and on the noticeboard to see if a local resident would be interested in the position.
7.4
Street Lighting Representative update (JFG) – E-On have still not completed the street light upgrades.  The pruning of the trees around the street lights has been approved by M Venton at DDC, and the householders made aware.  MN proposes that ToG undertake the pruning work, seconded by GE and with 4 votes in favour and 1 abstention (JFG).

Police Liaison Representative update (GE) – There have been 2 incidents of anti-social behaviour and 1 burglary in June.
7.6 
Rights of Way Representative update (GE) – All the crops are now harvested and the paths are clear.  New fencing has been installed in the fields along Badby Lane.  The draft Rights of Way Improvement Plan will be circulated and discussed at the September meeting.
