MATTERS ARISING 

5.1
Staverton Relief in Need – Accounts 2018/19 – The 2017/18 accounts are inconsistent with previous accounts sent to the PC.  The Clerk will ask for a copy of the 2017/18 for clarification.

Croft Lane – Publicly Maintained Highway – No further update received from NCC. Defer to November.

Trees – Offer of planting trees in public open spaces – The Clerk will find out the trees on offer and this will then be discussed by the PC further.

BUSINESS 
6.1
Staverton Neighbourhood Development Plan – “Moving Forward Questionnaire” – JFG proposed that the PC produce a flyer to assess public opinion on a Neighbourhood Plan, seconded by IW and with 2 votes in favour (JFG, IW) and 2 against (GE, MN) and  1 abstention (ToG). GE used his casting vote; this was against the proposal.  MN proposed that the Plan awaits the new PC to be in place from May 2020 to make a decision on the way forward, no seconder.  This item will be deferred to the November meeting.

Review and Adoption of the following SPC Policies 
a) Policy 005 – Amendments prior to the approval of previous meeting minutes

JFG agreed to produce drafts of the policies and circulate to all for approval at the November meeting.

NCALC - Review of Financial Regulations 2019 – It was proposed by IW, seconded by MN and all voted in favour to adopt the new Financial Regulations 2019.
6.4 
Traffic Calming Scheme – A425 – The Section 50 Licence has been received and signed by both the PC and NCC Highways. The 2 posts, along with the connection of the power supply, have been ordered.  The timber has been ordered for the gateway.  The 2 x Vehicle Activated Signs are about to be ordered from Coeval.  The data from these will be downloaded via Bluetooth to an App.

JFG – Procedural Complaint – Investigation undertaken by GE – Following discussions between GE, JMG and the Clerk. JMG agreed that she wishes the way the approval of minutes was undertaken at the August PC meeting was done differently but she did follow procedure.  In future the approval of minutes will be done differently.  GE dismisses the complaint made by JFG.  JFG is not happy with the decision reached by the investigation and would like to know what procedure JMG followed at the August meeting, which allowed the amendments of the minutes to be dismissed. Discuss further at the November meeting.

Response from JMG to comments made in the Open Forum (August Meeting) re the quarry site discussed at the February 2019 PC Meeting – Defer to November meeting.
6.7 
Oakham Lane Parking, School Parking and Parking in general – There is still a problem along Oakham Lane with cars obstructing the pavement.  The PCSO has visited the area and issued parking warning notices.  The Police will take further action if an official complaint is received.

One way system around Oakham Lane, Manor Road and part of Glebe Lane – Defer to the November meeting.
6.9
DDC – Settlements & Countryside Local Plan (Part 2) for Daventry District 2011-2029 – Modifications Consultation – Noted.  No comments to make.
6.10
Planning Applications for Staverton Hill Farm, Badby Lane, Staverton – It was agreed that a complaint will be submitted to the DDC Planning Department with regards to the amount of  applications submitted from this site.  Plans are not being properly implemented and a final vision is requested from the PC.   MN will produce a draft letter for circulation to the PC before sending.

Bench – Memorial Plaque for the late Peter Noon – JFG proposed that permission be granted for a plaque on the memorial bench on The Green, seconded by ToG and all voted in favour. The £10.00 fee agreed by a previous PC will be waived, and an advert in the Village Magazine be produced to advertise this initiative to others in the parish.  JFG will produce a policy for memorial plaques for approval at the November meeting.

The Barn – Potential Tenant – It was agreed that an up to date quote is required for the barn roof repairs.  The current tenant is still in place, and will give the PC a month’s notice when he leaves.  The interested tenant will be notified of this.
6.13 
Staverton Village - Video Surveillance - GE advised that set up costs for CCTV cameras around the village would be less than £1,000 to set up.  JFG offered to pay the power supply costs for the camera to be situated on his property.  Other village residents (4 in total) have also offered to host.  All data would need to be downloaded to a central location point.  It was suggested that a grant be applied for from the Reading Room Trust.

Playing Field Hedge – The laurel hedge by the Playing Field is in in need of maintenance as it has become overgrown; the height needs reducing by half.  ToG will approach Simon Russell for a quote.  Discuss in November.

Police Liaison Representative update (GE) – In August there was a report of a public order offence and also a serious assault at the Hotel.

Rights of Way Representative update (GE) – The stile and steps in Well Lane have been repaired by ToG, with the landowner’s permission.
