3         OPEN FORUM
3.1      Vernon Holgate – Future Plans for the Retained Land in Croft Lane – Vernon is a trustee and beneficiary of the land owned by a family trust.  Following the result of the Neighbourhood Plan, there are development plans to discuss for the retained land.  The proposal put forward to the PC meeting was for 2 or 3 bungalows for independent living for the elderly. There are limited options available in the country for this type of development.  The entrance from Croft Lane would be used.  Concerns from the public were road congestion, as this area of the village is already a problem, and a one way system was suggested.  JMG advised the developers undertake a leaflet drop through the village and hold a public consultation in the Village Hall.

3.2      Reports from members of the public - Nil
3.3      Reports from District & County Councillors – R Frost (DDC) advised that work on the Catesby Bridge in Charwelton has commenced and completion is expected Jan/Feb 2020.  The proposed Unitary structure has been placed before parliament for a decision, which will be delayed until after the General Election.
This item was brought forward in the meeting, to accommodate the public:

Oakham Lane Parking and One Way System around Oakham Lane, Manor Road and part of Glebe 
Lane – The one way system has been requested by a resident in Oakham Lane, this is not supported by other residents.  Concerns are that this would create a race track whereas the current situation promotes natural traffic calming and reduces speed.  MN proposed that this item is removed from the agenda, seconded by SF and all voted in favour.
4         MINUTES

4.1      APPROVE MINUTES of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 1st October 2019 - The following amendment was submitted by JFG, seconded by ToG, and all voted in favour (SF, JMG abstained)
Item 5.1 Staverton Relief in Need – Accounts 2018/19 as received – The 2017/18 figures shown on these accounts are inconsistent with previous accounts submitted to the PC for that year.  The Clerk will ask for a copy of the possibly revised 2017/18 accounts for clarification.
The following amendment was submitted by JFG, seconded by ToG, and all voted in favour (SF, IW, JMG abstained)
Item 6.1 Staverton Neighbourhood Development Plan – “Moving Forward Questionnaire” – JFG reported that the three persons asked by the Parishioners at the recent Public Meeting to produce a suitable flyer, were unable to agree on the format.  He then proposed that the PC produce a flyer to assess public opinion on a Neighbourhood Plan, seconded by IW and with 2 votes in favour (JFG, IW) and 2 against (GE, MN) and  1 abstention (ToG). GE used his casting vote; this was against the proposal.  
The following amendment was submitted by JFG, seconded by ToG, and all voted in favour (SF, JMG abstained)
 Item 6.2 Review and Adoption of the following SPC Policies 
a) Policy 005 – Amendments prior to the approval of previous meeting minutes
b) Policy 009 – Publication of draft minutes
c) Policy 013 – Minutes Policy 
d) Policy 014 - Recording and Reporting of PC Meetings
JFG agreed to produce his draft amendments of the policies 005, 009 & 013 and circulate to all for approval at the November meeting. 
The following amendment was submitted by JFG, seconded by ToG, and 2 votes in favour and 1 against (MN) (SF, JMG abstained)
Item 6.7 Oakham Lane Parking, School Parking and Parking in general – There is still a problem along Oakham Lane with cars obstructing the pavement.  The PCSO has visited the area and issued parking warning notices.  The Police will take further action if an official complaint is received.  No official complaint from the PC was forthcoming.  JFG questions why the Police had become involved, as this was against the expressed wish of the PC.
The minutes from the meeting held on 1st October 2019 were then proposed by JFG as an accurate record of the meeting and can be signed and dated by the Chairman, seconded by ToG and with 3 votes in favour (JFG, ToG, IW), 1 against (MN) and 2 abstentions.(SF, JMG)

MATTERS ARISING 

5.1
Staverton Relief in Need – Accounts 2017/18 – The 2017/18 accounts were handed to the Clerk at the start of the meeting by SF.  JMG and JFG will review these accounts. Defer to December meeting.

Croft Lane – Publicly Maintained Highway – Lindsay Norman (NCC Highways) has yet to revisit the area.  The Clerk will chase for a response along with a reminder about the grass cuttings and branches dumped on the grass verge by The Hatch, as reported earlier this year.

Trees – Offer of planting trees in public open spaces – The Clerk has requested details of the trees offered, no response received as yet.  Continue to chase.
6
BUSINESS 
6.1
Staverton Neighbourhood Development Plan – Moving Forward – MN proposed that the SNDP is deferred until the newly formed PC is in place from May 2020, seconded by SF and with 2 votes in favour (MN, SF), 2 against (JFG, IW) and 1 abstention (ToG). JMG used her casting vote, which was in favour.  This item will be removed from the Agenda.

Review and Adoption of the following SPC Policies (JFG)

JFG has amended the current policies (005,009 & 013) and circulated to the PC.  JMG has also produced a minutes policy but has amalgamated all the existing minute policies into one to simplify the procedure and combine the process. JFG proposed that this item is deferred to the next meeting, seconded by SF and all voted in favour.

Traffic Calming Scheme – A425 – The timber is ready for the village gateway, the grass cutting will take place prior to this being installed.  The VAS equipment has been ordered from Coeval and a delivery date is awaited.  The order has been sent to E-On for the power supply installation.

JFG requests clarification of the procedure used by JMG for approving the Minutes at the August PC Meeting – JMG was not aware of more information being required as the complaint had been dismissed at the October meeting by GE.  Defer to December.

Response from JMG to comments made in the Open Forum (August Meeting) re the quarry site discussed at the February 2019 PC Meeting – Defer to December

Planning Applications for Staverton Hill Farm, Badby Lane, Staverton – Draft letter produced by MN.  ToG proposed to re-draft the letter and will then circulate to the PC for approval, seconded by SF and with 5 votes in favour and 1 abstention (JFG).

Benches – Memorial Plaque Policy (JFG) – IW proposed that the wording is changed on the draft policy to include the size and style being approved by the PC and then the policy be adopted, seconded by MN, and with 5 votes in favour and 1 against (JFG)

Staverton Village – CCTV Surveillance - Defer to December.

Christmas Tree Disposal – ToG proposed that a small notice is placed on The Green to advise residents not to leave Christmas Trees as they will not be recycled or collected from there, seconded by MN and all voted in favour.

NCALC - To consider the need to promote candidacy at the May 2020 elections – Defer to the January Meeting.

Pocket Park Annual Maintenance – JFG advised that this is taking place on an annual basis and that a working party will be arranged for Spring 2020.

SPC Website Advertising – JFG proposed that website advertising remains free of charge to local businesses only, seconded by ToG and all voted in favour.  
6.14
Playing Field Hedge Cutting – ToG will ask for a quote for this work to be undertaken.  The Clerk will respond to the resident that requested the hedge to be cut.
6.15 
Grass Cutting Contract Renewal – M Freeman will be asked to quote to continue the grass cutting contract for a further 3 years.  Proposed by JFG, seconded by ToG and all voted in favour.
6.16 
Budget Preparation 2020/21 – JMG, GE and the Clerk will hold a meeting to present some budget figures to the next PC meeting for consideration.

Staverton School – Astro-turf pitch maintenance – No financial contribution is available from the PC.  ToG will advise the School.

DDC – Staverton Conservation Area & Appraisal – Adoption Statement – Noted.  The link will be added to the website.

Work to trees around the village – There are saplings, growth and overhang from several trees on The Green. ToG will undertake the minor maintenance and notify M Venton at DDC.
