3.2      Reports from District & County Councillors
R Frost (DDC) - Northamptonshire’s "volunteer army" now stands at 12,755 people who have completed 551 urgent food deliveries and 264 medication deliveries. The launch of Northamptonshire Children’s Trust has had to be delayed so unfortunately they will not be able to meet the July start date.  Schools in Northamptonshire are providing a valuable service for key worker parents.  More than 90% of the county’s schools are open for the children of key workers during term time, with a high proportion remaining open over the school holidays.  District Council car parks have currently suspended charging and NCC has suspended on-street car parking charges to help support key workers going about their business. The Conservation Area Review is in its “Article 4” stage (Directions to be drafted); Anna Wilson is the contact officer at DDC.        Elections to the new unitary councils will now take place on 6th May 2021, 134 existing councillors (including R Frost) will sit on the “Shadow West Northamptonshire Council” until 1 April 2021. DDC have been warned about a lot of topical scams being perpetrated and details were circulated to the PC.
4         MINUTES

4.1      APPROVE MINUTES of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 3rd March 2020 – JFG proposed the following amendment, seconded by ToG and all voted in favour to approve the March minutes (SF abstained)

Item 6.2 Traffic Calming Scheme & Gateway – A425 – There are still concerns from the neighbouring residents that the position of the Western VAD is in the wrong place.  There have also been allegations that the project is going over budget, which is not correct.  JFG confirmed that DDC have confirmed the budget is in place and this can be carried forward to 2020/21 if necessary. The power supply installation by E-On has been attempted three times, but was unable to be completed.  NCC Highways provided the map with the various locations suggested to the PC by the objectors last May. The PC voted to follow the NCC’s original advice.  MN proposed that the project proceeds as soon as possible with no more interference, seconded by RN and with 4 votes in favour and 1 against (IW).  Carried.

Traffic Calming Scheme – E-On have installed the power supply but have yet to return to install the post.  JFG will continue to chase.  In the interim, to try and deter the speeding vehicles, SR proposed that speed limit boards are installed, seconded by RN and all voted in favour.
