Zoom Training for PC Chairman – JFG attended the online training session as the pre-booking could not be cancelled. The 3 new members of the PC will also require New Councillors training; this will all be paid from the training budget.  Proposed by RN, seconded by SR and all voted in favour.

Low Hanging Trees – Maintenance work to aid the grass cutting contractor – Following approval from both DDC and NCC the problematic tree branches were trimmed back by JFG.  This will enable the grass cutting contractor to work more efficiently in these areas.

6.1 
Corona Virus – Special Measures;-.Review of those in Special Need, Closure of the Village Playing Field and use of Public Footpaths – It was proposed by SF that the playing field re-opening be deferred until after discussion at the July meeting, seconded by MN and all voted in favour. 
The Rights of Way map displayed on the village website is currently only showing the local paths around the village.  JFG has offered to have the A0 map scanned in as this can show the path 
details to the parish boundaries, once undertaken this can be uploaded to the website.  Proposed by SF, seconded by MN and all voted in favour.

Traffic Calming Scheme – There has been no further works undertaken.  E-On are currently only undertaking basic maintenance and have advised that the installation of the post will be in June.

Traffic Calming Scheme – Planting Project – JFG has suggested a planting scheme, which will involve the planting of a tree, islands of 4 shrubs and planting around the gateway.  He undertook to circulate the Draft Proposals to all Councillors.

Tree Representative Report (MN) – There is a problem at the entrance to Home Close with a tree that is very overgrown and in need of maintenance.  This tree is the responsibility of NCC and MN has reported this to the Highways Department.  MN will contact Sheila Gilder (NCC) to chase up.  Proposed by SF, seconded by SR and all voted in favour.

Securing of Playing Field Gate – A toughened reinforced chain is required for added security on the gate.  ToG proposed that a budget of £100.00 be allocated to purchase this, seconded by SF and all voted in favour.

Smoke Pollution – There has been complaints from residents in Braunston Lane about the burning from one of the nearby fields.  The landowner has been contacted and the problem should now be resolved.

PC Bank Account – New Signatories are required, JFG, SR, RN and ADB.  Terry Gilford, Jo Gilford and Geoff Edwards will need to removed.  The paperwork needs to be completed and returned to HSBC.

Painting of Street Lamp Columns – The street lights columns are in need of repainting and JFG will obtain a quote for discussion at the next meeting.  Proposed by ToG, seconded by SF and all voted in favour.

Parking on Highway Grass Verges – It has been suggested that due to parking issues around the village that a sign stating “No parking on the highway verges or footways” be introduced. A draft sign will be produced by JFG for approval at the July meeting, and initially these signs will be placed outside the School. Proposed by MN, seconded by SR and all voted in favour.
