4.1      APPROVE MINUTES of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 2nd June 2020 – It was proposed by SF and seconded by SR that the minutes were an accurate record of the meeting, all voted in favour.  These will be signed and dated by the Chairman.

MATTERS ARISING 
5.1 
Securing of Playing Field Gate - The security chain is now in place. Many thanks were given to ToG for sorting.

Parish Council Bank Account – Update signatories mandate and arrange Clerk online access – The online access forms have been completed by the Clerk, two authorised signatories need to complete the form enabling this to be sent off and processed. 4 new signatories need to be added to the bank mandate, with the removal of 3 previous councillors.

Home Close – Tree update (MN) – NCC Highways have inspected the tree and have recommended no action is required. IW proposed that this item is deferred until the next meeting to allow the councillors to visit the area and form an opinion, seconded by SF, and all voted in favour.

BUSINESS 
6.1 
Corona Virus – Special Measures;-.Review of those in Special Need, Closure of the Village Playing Field and use of Public Footpaths – Daventry Town Council have re-opened their parks from 4th July.  It was proposed by ToG, seconded by SR and all voted in favour that the Playing Field will re-open subject to the following conditions; the middle swing seat is removed and the appropriate signage is posted.

Traffic Calming Scheme – Update (JFG) – The PC still awaits the post installation from E-On. JFG continues to chase, they have also been advised that the traffic cone locater is now missing.

Traffic Calming Scheme – Planting Project (JFG) – The proposed plans have been circulated to all by JFG. MN proposed that the project is deferred and discussed again after the signs are in place, seconded by IW and with 6 votes in favour, 1 against (JFG) and 1 abstention (RN).

Approve Annual Governance Statement 2019-2020 – It was proposed by SF that the Annual Governance Statement is approved by the Parish Council, seconded by ToG and all voted in favour to sign the forms for submission to the External Auditor.

Approve Annual Accounts 2019-2020 - It was proposed by SF that the Annual Accounting Statement is approved by the Parish Council, seconded by RN and all voted in favour to sign the forms and send to the External Auditor, along with the Certificate of Exemption.

Planning Applications for Staverton Hill Farm, Badby Lane, Staverton - Response to Planning Officer Letter (to include report re recent planning application DA/2019/0510) – JFG attended the recent DDC Planning Committee meeting where the planning application DA/2019/0510 was refused.  The meeting did not follow the correct processes, and was badly handled.  MN proposed that JFG produce a draft letter for approval to submit to the DDC Planning Department, seconded by SR and all voted in favour.
6.7 
Barn Access for tenant – The tenant has no issues at the moment with the dry weather, however in the wet season; there is no access to The Barn using a vehicle due to the poor surface just inside the gate. The tenant has offered to contribute towards the costs to improve this.  JFG will obtain quotes for discussion at the next meeting. Proposed by ToG, seconded by SF and all voted in favour.

Painting of Street Lamp Columns – There are 21 street lamp columns which require painting.  A quote has been received for sum of £1900 to undertake this work.  The Clerk will place the order for the works to be undertaken, and ask for one week’s prior notice before commencement so that signs can be removed by JFG.  After the painting has been completed, then the re-numbering will need to be done. Proposed by SR, seconded by MN and all voted in favour.

Review of Annual Insurance Renewal Policy – The insurance policy was circulated for review and approved.  It was proposed by SF that the policy is renewed for a further year, seconded by ADB and all voted in favour.

Equalities and Diversity Policy – ADB agreed to produce a draft policy and circulate to all for approval at the next meeting.  Proposed by RN, seconded by ADB, and all voted in favour.

Internal Audit Report 2019-20 ) – This has been circulated to the PC.
