BUSINESS 

6.1 
Traffic Calming Scheme – There has been no further confirmation from E-On with regards to an installation date following several recent telephone requests.  It was proposed by SF that the Clerk writes a letter to chase up the works, as these were paid for in February 2020, seconded by ToG and all voted in favour.
6.2 
Planning Application for Staverton Hill Farm, Badby Lane, Staverton – Complaint Letter to DDC Planning Committee – The complaint has been submitted to K Thursfield in the  Planning Department, the meeting where this application was discussed in June was not handled well. The PC awaits a response.
6.3 
Barn Access for Tenant – Improved Surface – A quote has been obtained by JFG for a netting style surface in the ground which is for approx. £750.00, other systems will require a hard base.  It was suggested that hardcore would be a cheaper alternative.  Parishioner Simon Evans has offered some old roof tiles.  JFG will liaise with both Simon and SR, the PC will then discuss further in September.
6.4 Equalities and Diversity Policy - Draft Policy for Approval – The PC does have a current Equality Policy.  It was agreed by all that a draft can be produced that will merge the two policies together.  ADB and RN to produce for approval in September.
6.5 Internal Control Statement – Draft for Approval – SF proposed that the document is adopted by the PC, seconded by RN and all voted in favour.  This will be uploaded to the parish website.
6.6 Parking on the Highway Grass Verges & Footways Signs – The three signs have been produced and JFG will put these on the three lamp posts around the School for a trial period.  It was agreed to delay this trial until the start of September when the school returns from the summer break. Proposed by IW, seconded by RN and all voted in favour.
6.7 PC Social Media Representative – Terms of Reference – It was suggested that this should be considered alongside a Social Media Policy. A draft version will be produced by RN for approval at the September PC meeting 
6.8 Presentation of Parish Charities Annual Accounts – Due to Covid-19 there has been no Annual Parish Meeting held this year.  The Clerk will contact each of the charities and ask for the annual accounts to be produced and trustee details confirmed.  These can then be presented to the PC and uploaded onto the website. Proposed by SF, seconded by MN and all voted in favour.
6.9 Refurbishment of Tree Seat - Village Green – JFG will obtain a quote for the seat repairs for discussion at the September meeting. The hornbeam in the centre of the seat requires some maintenance.  MN will contact M Venton (DDC).
6.10 Refuse Bins on Village Footways – There have been some complaints that the bins are being left

out too long and so as to obstruct the Footways.  It was agreed that an article could be submitted for the next parish magazine.  RN agreed to put some information on social media to remind parishioners.
