3         OPEN FORUM

3.1      Reports from members of the public – S Evans is pleased with the vehicle activated signs which are now installed on the A425. JFG asked if S Evans would be interested in looking after the data collection from these devices, which can be downloaded to a smartphone. S Evans agreed to the suggestion. Proposed by ToG, seconded by MN and all voted in favour.  This was approved by all, training will be provided.
3.2      Reports from District & County Councillors – R Frost advised by e-mail nothing to report.
4         MINUTES

4.1      APPROVE MINUTES of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 1st September 2020 – Item 6.2, was amended to read seconded by SF rather than MN.  It was then proposed by SF that the minutes were an accurate record of the meeting, seconded by SR and all voted in favour.  These will be signed and dated by the Chairman.

MATTERS ARISING 

5.1 Parish Council Bank Account – Update Bank Mandate and Clerk Online Access – Following no response from HSBC, the Clerk will chase up. Update will then be provided in November.
5.2 Painting of Street Lamp Columns – All except 2 columns have been painted and renumbered. There have already been favourable comments as to their appearance.
5.3
Parking on the Highway Grass Verges & Footways Signs – There seems to be an improvement around the School with the parking issues.  This will continue to be monitored and discussed further in November.  There are concerns from MN with regards to the alleged dangerous parking on the junction of Glebe Lane/Braunston Lane.
5.4 Maintenance on Tree in the Playing Field – The tree overhanging the climbing frame has been cut back by JFG.  It was proposed by SF that this item now be removed from the agenda, seconded by ToG and all voted in favour.
5.5 Refuse Bins on Village Footways – This no longer appears to be a major issue.  IW proposed that this now be removed from the agenda, seconded by SR and all voted in favour.

Skateboard Ramp proposal for Playing Field – No response received. Defer to November.
6
BUSINESS 

6.1 
Traffic Calming Scheme – The Vehicle Activated Signs are now in place and E-On have returned to remove the surplus length from the poles.  The signs appear to be effective so far.
6.2 
Staverton Hill Farm, Badby Lane, Staverton – Stage 2 Complaint – The response from T Gillet (DDC) was circulated to all.  It was agreed that the original questions raised by the PC remain unanswered and the response from DDC is not satisfactory.  MN proposed that a letter of complaint is written to the Chairman of the District Council, seconded by ADB, and with 4 votes in favour and 1 abstention.  Carried.
6.3 
Barn Access for Tenant – The hard-core will be ordered as approved at the meeting last month and this will be laid by SR & JFG to improve the surface for the Barn tenant.
6.4 Social Media Representative – The draft policy was circulated to all.  ToG proposed that the Social Media policy is adopted by the PC, seconded by SF and all voted in favour.
6.5 Reading Room Trust – The PC are still awaiting the accounts from the Reading Room Trust from 2018-19.  These are also overdue at being presented to the Charity Commission.  The accounts from the Staverton Relief in Need are also overdue at being presented to the Charity Commission, although these have been received by the PC.  No report from 2019-20 has been received from Staverton Relief in Need as yet.  ToG proposed that the Clerk write to the parish representatives to ask for an up to date report from the Charities, and for SF to contact Wendy Ashby privately, seconded by IW and all voted in favour. These reports can then be uploaded to the website.
6.6 NCALC - Clerks Salary Increase (backdated to April 2020) – The Clerk will circulate the information to all and this will be deferred to the November meeting.
6.7 DDC – Planning in Conservation Areas – The consultation is to consider relaxation of the rules on permitted development within a Conservation Area, under the new planning legislation, which will affect several parishes in the District, including Staverton.  No comments to make from the PC.
6.8 Refurbishment of Tree Seat & Maintenance of Trees on the Village Green – JFG has removed the seat, jet washed and repaired this, and there just remains the preserving oiling to be undertaken.  The noticeboard and Jurassic Way marker have also been jet washed.  Concerns were raised as to the lime tree outside The Old Vicarage, which is overgrowing the gateway and road.  The tree outside 4 Home Close is also overgrowing the path.
6.9 Dog Waste in Litter Bins – This has become accepted practice by DDC (Norse). There are three open topped bins throughout the village which lend themselves to lids in order to contain the additional odour. JFG has suggested that he cleans all the bins around the village to smarten them up, adds the lids to the open topped bins and puts notices on them. The costs will be approx. £40. SF proposed that JFG proceeds, seconded by SR and with 5 votes in favour and 1 abstention. Carried.
6.10 Commercial Use – Vinetree Barns – The Clerk will contact DDC Planning Enforcement with regards to the business use at the Barns.  Proposed by MN, seconded by ADB and with 6 votes in favour and 1 abstention (ToG). Carried.
