5.1 Parish Council Bank Account – Updated Bank Mandate and Clerk Online Access – The call to chase up HSBC needs to be by a current authorised signatory, therefore the details have been passed to SF to pursue.

BUSINESS 
6.1 
A425 Traffic Calming Scheme – MN expressed concerns that the newly installed vehicle activated signs are not illuminated at the top, therefore do not stand out well enough.  There are also instances that once vehicles pass the signs they speed up again.  JFG advised that the sign from the Shuckburgh direction may need some adjustment.   SF and SR stated that they are impressed with the signs, and think they are working well.  Simon Evans will be receiving some support from Coeval as to the downloading the data from the signs. JFG and Simon will have a meeting to discuss further.  The signs have now been added to the insurance policy.

Staverton Hill Farm, Badby Lane, Staverton – Stage 2 Complaint – It was agreed by all that the complaint be deferred and placed on hold until after the Appeal.
The Appeal (Item 8.3) was moved forward in the meeting and discussed, to accommodate the public online

Parish Charities – Reports from Staverton Relief in Need & Reading Room Trust – The 2019-20 report has been received from the Relief in Need charity, this will be added to the parish website.  There has been no accounts or report received from the Reading Room Trust, this will be discussed further at the December meeting.
6.4 NCALC - Clerks Salary Increase (backdated to April 2020) – The 2.75% salary increase, backdated to April 2020 was proposed by ToG, seconded by SF and all voted in favour.
6.5 Refurbishment of Tree Seat &Maintenance of Trees on the Village Green – The seat maintenance has been completed.  The planning application has been submitted to DDC for permission to undertake the work to the trees on the Village Green.
6.6 Dog Waste – Litter Bins – JFG advised that this is a work in progress and an update will be provided at the December Meeting.
6.7 ToG Handover- Website, Litter Picking Equipment, Donated Trees, Historical PC Documents – There are 7 trees which will require planting. This will be discussed further in December once the location has been agreed.  The corner of the playing field and also by the seat has been suggested.
6.8 Proposed Christmas Market on The Green – It was agreed by the PC that should this proposed event be organised, it will be using their own discretion and subject to Covid lockdown rules for Sunday 6th December. The organiser’s are advised to arrange Public Liability insurance. Proposed by ToG, seconded by SF and all voted in favour.
6.9 Allotment Vacancy – This will be advertised on the noticeboard and on the website.  Allotment holders will be advised that hedge maintenance is part of the rental terms.
6.10 Village Parking Signs – MN has concerns that the latest signs are not effective and need reviewing. This will be discussed further at the December meeting.  Cars are continuing to park on the zig zags, corners and junctions around the School.  JFG advised that these issues were outside the purpose of the signage.
6.11 Street Lighting - Electricity Costs Review – JFG is awaiting an updated certificate from Western Power so that a new quote can be provided by an alternative company to E-On.
