3.1      Reports from members of the public – Nil 
3.2      Reports from District & County Councillors – The Clerk read out a farewell letter from County Councillor Robin Brown. It was proposed by SF, seconded by MN and all voted in favour to send a letter of thanks for his service to the parish for the past few years.
4         MINUTES

4.1      APPROVE MINUTES of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 2nd March 2021 – It was proposed by SR, seconded by ADB and all voted in favour that the minutes were an accurate record of the meeting and will be signed and dated by the Chairman.

MATTERS ARISING 
5.1 Parish Council Bank Account – Clerk Online Access – The latest application submitted to HSBC has been rejected yet again. JFG explained that we had been given poor advice from HSBC and in reality this would not give us the convenience and/or security that we had hoped for.  It was agreed that after pursuing this for a year now that this be dropped.  ToG proposed that the item is removed from the agenda, seconded by SR and all voted in favour.
5.2 Skateboard Ramp - Proposal for Playing Field – There are no funds available within the PC budget or the room available to provide a facility like the Braunston Skate Park, which cost several thousands of pounds.  SF proposed that the item is removed from the agenda, seconded by MN and all voted in favour (SR abstained).
5.3 Clearance of Dead Wood from Playing Field Spinney – The dead wood clearance has been completed along with the trimming of the playing field hedge so that this is ready for the grass cutting season.  Many thanks were offered to Roger Plaskett who assisted with this task. ToG proposed that this item be removed from the agenda, seconded by SR and all voted in favour.
5.4 An obstruction to Highway – Croft Lane & Glebe Lane – SF has received a letter from K Palmer, who is part of the Highways Regulations Team with regards to the cones outside her property in Croft Lane.  Having spoken with K Palmer, SF has received confirmation by e-mail stating that the matter is now closed and the letter can be disregarded. JFG advised that K Palmer had sent an e-mail this afternoon stating that some of the matters around the village were closed, whilst others remain ongoing. SF agreed to send a copy of the e-mail she had received to the Clerk.

The applicant spoke and gave details of the planning application that is being proposed.  It was also confirmed that Daventry Town Council support the application.  SR proposed that the PC support the application, seconded by ADB, and with 3 votes in favour (SR, ADB, RN) and 3 abstentions (SF, ToG, MN). Carried.
6 
BUSINESS 
6.1  A425 – Road Marking Proposals (I Boyes – NCC) – Road markings have been proposed by Ian Boyes, which includes a 30mph roundel from the Catesby direction, along with SLOW markings on the A425 by The Hatch, and by the garage on each side of the road.  These markings can be provided at no cost to the PC. Objections were raised from a resident who stated that these markings would have no more of an impact than the VAS signs.  MN proposed that the proposal is accepted, seconded by ToG and with 4 votes in favour, and 2 abstentions (ADB, SR). Carried.
6.2 Reading Room Trust - Annual Report – There has still been no report received from 2019/20. An invitation has been sent to attend the APM to also produce the 2020/21 report.
6.3 Staverton Relief in Need Charity – Vacancy for 1 PC Representative – RN volunteered to be the PC Representative on the Charity The Clerk will inform Wendy Ashby of the new appointment. Proposed by SR, seconded by ToG and all voted in favour.  JFG will arrange to have the governing documents dropped to RN and SR.
6.4 Parish Council Elections – The deadline for the submission of nomination papers to be submitted is Thursday 8th April at 4pm. MN, SF, ToG and IW will not be standing for a further term of office.  Letters of thanks will be sent to all for the dedication and hard work for the parish over the past few years.  Proposed by ADB, seconded by RN and all voted in favour.  SF expressed her disappointment of the recent treatment received from the Chairman and ToG advised that the cones outside Montana, Croft Lane are in the correct position, which is behind the boundary line and has photographic evidence from the past month, copies of which he offered to provide to the Clerk.  This matter should now be closed and removed from the Agenda.  Proposed by MN, seconded by ToG and with 5 votes in favour and 1 abstention (RN).  Carried.  
6.5 Parish Defibrillator – MN advised that new adult and children pads have been purchased for the defibrillator at a cost of £207.60, including delivery and VAT.  A cheque will be raised for payment at the May meeting.  It will also be discussed if MN remains as co-ordinator for the defibrillator, as she will no longer be on the PC.
6.6 20mph Advisory Speed Signs – Pilot Scheme (Highways) – This is a trial project in several villages and will be discussed after the results are received from Highways, should this be of interest to the PC.  SF proposed that this be removed from the agenda, seconded by RN and all voted in favour.
6.7 Request for “H” bar access lines across Well Lane – The PC have no objections to the lines being added however have concerns that this will not prevent the parking of cars opposite the junction.
6.8 Well Lane – Maintenance Request – A letter will be sent to the resident who has requested if maintenance works can be undertaken. JFG will action this as he is able to provide the details of the history involving the lane.
6.9 Request from Village Hall that the Tote Numbers be displayed on the Village Green Notice Board – With no village magazine at present it was asked that the noticeboard be used.  ToG proposed that the noticeboard on Braunston Lane be offered to the Village Hall for exclusive use, seconded by RN and all voted in favour.

Grass Mowing Representative update (JFG) – The first cut of the season has been undertaken.  There were several low hanging branches which have been lightly pruned.

Highways Representative update (SF) – SF has enjoyed her time as the Highways Representative but will not be standing in the May elections.

Playing Field Representative update (SR) – There was a small problem with a sharp edge on the climbing frame, which JFG has filed down. Residents have requested use of the litter picking equipment; this will be discussed further in May.

Street Lighting Representative update (JFG) – Light No 11 is out on Manor Road/Croft Lane junction.  As it is now BST, the PC will await another failure before reporting for repair.

Police Liaison Representative update (SF) – Fraud crimes have increased during lockdown.  SF has enjoyed her time as the Police Representative but will not be standing in the May elections.

Rights of Way Representative update (RN) – Aware of the damaged stile between Daventry Road and Badby Lane.
