4         MINUTES

4.1      APPROVE MINUTES of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 1st June 2021 – It was proposed by RP, seconded by AM and all voted in favour to approve the minutes.  These will be signed and dated by the Chairman.

MATTERS ARISING 
5.1 Commercial Use – Vinetree Storage Units – No further action taken by WNC.  It was proposed by NW, seconded by RP and all voted in favour to remove from the agenda. 

5.2 Overgrown Tree – 5 The Green, Staverton – JFG had a site meeting with M Venton (WNC) and it was agreed that there were no particular issues to note and this tree will be monitored. NW proposed that this item be removed from the agenda, seconded by AM and all voted in favour.
5.3 Village Litter Pick – RP advised that more litter grabbers are required, however WNC are not able to issue these until after the 19th July.  The A425 roundabout will be undertaken in the first instance as this grass has recently been cut.
 

5.4 Planning Advice – The Cottage, Daventry Road – The response from WNC was read out. The householders have been invited to submit a retrospective planning application. It was proposed by RP that this item is now removed from the agenda, seconded by TM and all voted in favour.
5.5 Planning Advice – Hall Farm House, The Green – No response has been received as yet, and a further e-mail will be sent.
5.6 Planning Advice – 4 Oakham Lane – The response from WNC was read out. The householders have been invited to submit an application for a certificate of lawful development. It was proposed by RP that this item be removed from the agenda, seconded by NW and all voted in favour.
5.7 Obstruction to the Highway (Gates – Croft Lane) – Following no further response from K Palmer (WNC), it was proposed by TM that this item be removed from the agenda, seconded by RP and all voted in favour.
(This item was brought forward for convenience)
7.1
Vehicle Activated Signs Representative (SE) – The report from the sign heading East to West (roundabout to the pub) shows that 12% of vehicles are travelling above the speed limit.
(DT arrives)
The signs do not record vehicles travelling above 60mph.  The quantity of data produced is huge, therefore the reports from the signs will be provided on a 6 monthly basis.  Comparisons will be kept from each report to check the effectiveness of the signs over time.  It was recommended that data from the previous traffic survey is also used to confirm the signs are working in reducing vehicle speed.
6 
BUSINESS 
6.1 Badby Lane – Speeding & Fly-tipping – No response has been received as yet from WNC Highways.
6.2 Street Lantern Quote– Daventry Road/Churchfields – JFG has requested a quote from E-On. Discuss further in August.
6.3 Staverton Neighbourhood Development Plan – The funding available for another Plan to be developed could be a problem, as the majority of the grant has been used up on the previous plan. Following discussions with Mags Howe (WNC) the PC were informed that on a new plan, there would be no need for sites to be identified, and no housing needs survey.  TM proposed that it be checked that grant funding is available, then a public meeting be called to determine why the previous Plan failed, seconded by SR and all voted in favour.  
6.4 Dead Tree – Braunston Lane/ Replacement for planting of a Jubilee Tree – JFG advised that a substantial tree be planted to replace the dead tree. NW will provide a list of suitable options for discussion at the August meeting.  Proposed by RN, seconded by AM and all voted in favour.
6.5 Staverton Residents Gathering Meeting – Playing Field - Saturday 24th July – SR proposed that the rules for the Playing Field are relaxed for the event, seconded by RP and all voted in favour.
(R Frost – WNC arrives)  
A copy of the Third Party insurance will be requested prior to the event.  
6.6 Parish Council input to planning decisions made by WNC – Following communications received from NCALC, and discussions with R Frost (WNC), for the PC to object to a planning application they will need the support of three WNC Councillors, the PC have lost the power to force an application to planning committee. DT proposed that the PC have to accept this new ruling, seconded by NW and all voted in favour.
6.7 Review of Playing Field rules – It was agreed that SR/RN/JFG would review the rules of the Playing Field and these will be presented to the PC in August.
6.8 WNC/DTC - Possible extension of footway from Daventry to Staverton parish using CIL monies – With the new developments planned on the A425, the proposed new cycleway falls short of the Staverton parish by 200yards.  With CIL monies, it was approved that the PC apply for funding to extend this cycleway when the monies are available.  All voted in favour.
