3         OPEN FORUM

3.1      Reports from members of the public – The street light in Croft Lane, remains on 24/7. It was confirmed by the Chairman that this has been reported to Aylesbury Mains in June and in spite of several reminders, we await a repair. The defibrillator is not yet registered on the BHF circuit, messages have been left and it is hoped this will be resolved soon.

3.2      Report from West Northamptonshire Unitary Councillor
J Gilford – Northamptonshire has taken in 140 Afghan refugees, into hotel accommodation.  There will be an overview on Scrutiny throughout WNC, with a short/medium and long term plan. One of the first departments given priority to this project will be Highways.  A recent bypass in the Northampton area went 70% over funding, which has not yet had an impact on WNC as yet, however wants to be avoided in the future.  The Daventry Cinema is due to open in December.  In a pilot scheme, landowners are to get funding with removing fly tipping from private land.  Litter picking equipment can be organised through JMG when required.  It was confirmed that should the “calling in” of planning applications be requested by the PC, WNC Councillors will assist the Parish with their objections.

4.1      APPROVE MINUTES of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 3rd August 2021 - Item 5.3 was amended to read 2022 instead 2021.  The minutes were then approved of an accurate record of the meeting and will be signed and dated by the Chairman.  Proposed by NW, seconded by TM and all voted in favour.

MATTERS ARISING 

5.1 Village Litter Pick – The main road through the village, the Daventry Road and the roundabout have all been litter picked.  6/7 bags were filled, along with car parts, wood and plastic and this was all collected in a prompt manner by Norse.  Another litter pick will be planned for the winter.  Many thanks were given to  RP and Tony Glover.
5.2 Road Closure – Hall Farm House, The Green – There is no further update with regards to this closure.  There is now also an obstruction in Church Street (R Noon declares an interest)
5.3 Daventry Miniature Race Cars – Open Evening for Staverton Residents – Friday 10th September – Noted

Parish Councillor Training – Tuesday 19th October 7-9pm – All councillors reminded to attend.
5.5 Overhanging Hedge – Backside – NW advised that the hedge has started to be cut back and the area around the street light is now clear. This area will be kept monitored.  NW pointed out that other areas of the village also need attention. RN proposed that a tree survey be undertaken, for the trees in the village which are not included on the street light survey, which will be discussed in item 6.10, seconded by AM and all voted in favour.

BUSINESS 

6.1 Badby Lane – Speeding & Fly Tipping Update – The temporary fly tipping signs have been erected in Badby Lane.   Highways have advised that there will be no speed restrictions considered on the Lane due to no accidents in the past 5 years.  It was proposed by TM that this item be removed from the agenda as there is no further action which can be taken at this current time, seconded by DT and all voted in favour.
6.2 Street Lantern Quote– Daventry Road/Churchfields – Defer to October.  No quote received from 
E-On as yet.
6.3 Braunston Lane - Planting of a Jubilee Tree – No response received from M Venton as yet, NW will try and contact by phone for further advice. 
 

6.4 Purchase of New Signs with Revised Playing Field Rules – It was proposed by DT that the signs are purchased from Image IT, seconded by AM, and all voted in favour to proceed, as agreed at the August meeting.
6.5 Playing Field – Wicksteed Inspection Report – A working party will be arranged for the Autumn to undertake the minor works identified on the report.SR proposed that 6 shackles for the swings are purchased from Wicksteed at a cost of £6 each, seconded by DT and all voted in favour to proceed.  This will be put on hold until guidance on the installation is agreed.
6.6 Nomination of Two Staverton Education Foundation Trustees – Two Applications Received – Applications have been received from John Golding and Maureen Maplethorpe.  Proposed by SR that these are accepted, seconded by RN and all voted in favour.
6.7 Staverton Neighbourhood Development Plan – Working Party Recommendations – It was suggested by the working party (TM, AM & RN) that a “Yes/No poll” be available online to complete, along with a short description of what a Neighbourhood Development Plan can achieve.  Paper versions will also be circulated to ensure that all residents have a chance to have their say.  DT proposed that this action is approved, seconded by NW and all voted in favour.
6.8 External Audit Report 2020-21 – The External Audit report showed no issues of concern.  All Audit documents will now be published on the website.
6.9 Road Condition - A425 Daventry to Staverton – There has been a complaint made to R Frost.  This email will be circulated to all and discussed in October.
6.10 Street Light & Tree Survey – JFG produced the draft report and circulated to the councillors to review.  It was agreed that the priority be the tree maintenance around the street light at the entrance to Windmill Gardens, and the two street lights in Braunston Lane.  The rest of the report will be discussed further in October.
6.11 Additional Information for PC Contact List on Noticeboard – It was proposed by AM, seconded by SR and all voted in favour that RP will become the PC Recording of Meetings Representative.  These details will be added to the contact list, along with the details of the Unitary Councillors.
6.12 Rights of Way – Way Marking – There are several way markers obscured or missing.  The Clerk will contact the WNC Rights of Way Officer.
