	The planning application was discussed at length.  The main items of concern are as follows:
a) There is a gate identified into the PC Playing Field from the development, which involves the removal of the PC hedgerow, this has not been authorised, and the PC have not been approached.  

b) There are concerns with regards to the sewerage system and note that a 68 page document is included in the application which will need clarification as adequate

c) Construction traffic and car parking for the workforce is a worry for the residents of Braunston Lane, and it is hoped that the hours of 8am-6pm are enforced.

d) The Affordable Housing detailed on the plans is not integrated into the development and is placed in a corner out of the way.

e) Confirmation is required on the street lighting, both new and the existing street light on Braunston Lane.

f) The building materials to be used are requested.
