Adoption of Code of Conduct (as circulated) – It was proposed by RN, seconded by SR and all voted in favour to adopt the Code of Conduct as circulated.
3         OPEN FORUM
3.1      Reports from members of the public – Concerns were raised that the street light in Croft Lane remains on constantly.  The yellow lines outside the School are in need of replacing (JMG to action). There are parking issues in Glebe Lane beside Lantern Cottage, and also around the School, now that the new school year has commenced.  RN agreed to speak with the Head to send a reminder to parents.
3.2      Report from West Northamptonshire Unitary Councillor (JMG) – There have been a couple of Scrutiny Meetings concerning the Highways Contract which is due for renewal in September 2022.  The re-tendering process is underway.  The Daventry Cinema is due to open early 2022.  Planning Application DA/2021/0344 - Staverton Hill Farm is being discussed by the Planning Committee on 3rd November.  David Smith and Rupert Frost will be supporting the objections submitted by the PC.
4         MINUTES

4.1      APPROVE MINUTES of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 5th October 2021 – It was proposed by AM, seconded by SR and all voted in favour that the minutes were an accurate record of the meeting and will be signed and dated by the Chairman.

MATTERS ARISING 
5.1 
Parish Councillor Training – All who attended found the course to be of great benefit. 
5.2 Playing Field – Wicksteed Inspection Report – The goal net is in need of replacing, costs will be obtained.  The play equipment which is in need of painting will be undertaken in Spring 2022 by JFG.  There are some areas in the rubber matting which need pushing together and moss clearing.  This will be undertaken by JFG/SR; a budget of £50.00 was agreed.  Proposed by SR, seconded by RP and all voted in favour. 
5.3 Rights of Way – Way Marking – The paths on The Loop are in need of the way markers. The Rights of Way Officer will be contacted.  JMG agreed to forward the up to date contact details of the RoW Officer, Nick Wedgbrow, as making contact recently has been proving difficult.  Proposed by SR, seconded by AM and all voted in favour.
5.4 Well Lane – Access and Maintenance Update – The resident has suggested that the road surface needs to be improved, along with a gate installed.  JFG will try again to contact the Planning Department and Rights of Way for advice.  Correspondence to date will be circulated to the councillors. This item will be discussed again at the December meeting.
5.5 Clerk’s Appraisal – This will be undertaken by JFG and RN, with recommendations then brought to the PC.
6 
BUSINESS 
6.1 Street Lantern Quote– Daventry Road/Churchfields – E-On have provided a quote of £712.00 plus VAT.  It was agreed by all that this item be put on hold.  JMG advised that the WNC councillors are now being allocated funds to distribute to their ward of £2,500, and street lighting improvements could be a possibility, the eligibility criteria has yet to be released. 
6.2 Braunston Lane - Planting of a Jubilee Tree – NW advised that several species have been suggested as options by M Venton (WNC).  These species will be circulated to all councillors and a decision made at the next meeting. 

6.3 Staverton Neighbourhood Development Plan – Residents Poll – AM has created a poll ready to “go live” online and paper copies to be circulated. JFG would like to assist with re-wording the poll, due to more specific information required that relates to the parish, this can then be published/distributed, proposed by TM, seconded by RP and all voted in favour.  A date will be arranged, prior to the next meeting.
6.4 Street Light & Tree Survey – NW and JFG have had a walk around the village and agreed that there are a few street lights which are affected by the trees, and pruning back will be required.  Permission will be requested from M Venton (WNC) for those in the Conservation Area by the Clerk.  JFG will discuss with one resident to move things on.  JFG has obtained a costing of £150.00 plus VAT for a cantilever to bring the lights out of the trees/hedgerows by 1 metre.
6.5 Tree Survey – NW will provide a list of those trees which are affecting any village pathways and the Clerk will obtain permission, where necessary prior to any works, from M Venton (WNC).
6.6 Street Light Maintenance Contract – Aylesbury Mains have now ceased trading and all contacts have been referred to Ford & McHugh Ltd.  SR proposed that maintenance costs are obtained by the Clerk, seconded by NW and all voted in favour.
6.7 Parish & Town Council Forum – Wednesday 17th November 6-7:30pm – DT agreed to attend on behalf of the PC.
6.8 DA/2021/0344 - Staverton Hill Farm – Planning Committee Meeting – Wednesday 3rd November – TM will be attending on behalf of the PC to raise the objections submitted.
6.9 Promotion of Parish Defibrillator – The location of the defibrillator needs to be advised to all in the parish, on social media, WhatsApp and by a leaflet drop. M Nightingale will provide the information required. Proposed by NW, seconded by TM and all voted in favour.
6.10 Request to use Village Green for Christmas Fayre – TM proposed that this be approved by the PC subject to indemnity insurance being arranged by the organisers, seconded by SR and all voted in favour.
