4         MINUTES

4.1      APPROVE MINUTES of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 7th December 2021 – the minutes were amended to read item 6.2 – hornbeam (tree species), and were then approved as an accurate record of the meeting, proposed by RP, seconded by DT and all voted in favour (RN abstained).  These will be signed and dated by the Chairman.

MATTERS ARISING 
5.1 Rights of Way – Way Marking – RN proposed that this item be removed from the agenda due to lack of response from the Rights of Way Officer and the efforts involved to report these individually, seconded by RP and all voted in favour.
5.2 Well Lane – Access and Maintenance Update – NW has contacted Carol Gamble (WNC) regarding obtaining legal advice regarding this matter
5.3 Clerk’s Appraisal – RN and JFG have met with the Clerk and the Appraisal has been completed.  The outcome was that the Clerk’s work is most satisfactory and JFG will prepare a report for circulation to the councillors and for the file.
5.4 Street Lantern Improvements – The order has been placed with E-On and the PC awaits an installation date. JFG asked JMG (WNC) if the councillor grant funding, mentioned at the last PC meeting would be available for this project.  The Clerk was requested to submit the details to JMG for this to be considered.
5.5 Promotion of Parish Defibrillator – The costings to produce the defibrillator details for each household, have been provided by Image IT, and are as follows: 250 x A5 card, single sided £41.50 plus VAT, double sided (to include the location and relevant website information) £55.00 plus VAT, to have these laminated would be £157.50 plus VAT.  It was proposed by RP, seconded by RN and all voted in favour to have the details on laminated card and double sided.  JMG (WNC) advised that funding may be available through the councillors grant funding.

BUSINESS 
6.1 
Braunston Lane - Planting of a Jubilee Tree – It was discussed  and agreed that JFG would

purchase the tree (hornbeam), up to a budget of £40.00. The tree should be planted prior to the next

meeting. Proposed by RN, seconded by RP and all voted in favour. The planting of the tree would involve

the resident who has lived in the parish for the longest, along with the youngest Staverton pupil at the

School. Proposed by RN, seconded by DT and all voted in favour.
 

6.2 Staverton Neighbourhood Development Plan – Residents Poll (Draft) – The draft wording has been circulated to all on e-mail.  It was agreed that amendments need to be made, RN and JFG will provide some alternative wording, and a decision be deferred until the February meeting.  Proposed by RN, seconded by RP and all voted in favour.
6.3 Street Light & Tree Survey – JFG has undertaken the works on the Daventry Road corner affecting street light no 38, which has improved the lighting situation in that area.  The Old Vicarage is still an issue, despite some works being undertaken by the residents, and JFG suggested to the PC that a meeting be arranged with M Venton (WNC) to gauge his opinion.  Proposed by RN, seconded by DT and all voted in favour.  The Hatch residents have applied for permission to cut back the trees involved affecting street light no 30.
6.4 
Tree Survey – Defer to February.
6.5 Closure of the Fire Service National Museum Trust Collection – Staverton Manual Fire Pump – NW will be meeting with the residents of The Old Vicarage to discuss the return of the Fire Pump to the parish once the Engine Room is restored.
6.6 Queen’s Platinum Jubilee Celebrations 2022 – Following a village “thinking group” meeting attended by RP, possible suggestions have been made; these include a beacon on the Playing Field, a tea party on the Village Green for the children, hosted by the Village Hall Committee. Maypole dancing, Daventry Players, Dog Show, Pony Rides and a Raffle. All of the events will be held over the Jubilee weekend on the Village Green.  The next meeting is due to be held on 18/01/22 and RP will report back at the next PC meeting.  
6.7 Costings for Barn roof replacement – JFG is currently obtaining costings.  The tenant is not in a rush to get the works completed, as the roof is not currently leaking.
6.8 To engage with the Northants CALC Asset Mapping Project (AMP) and to appoint an AMP Working Group comprising the Clerk and 2 Councillors – The working party will consist of the Clerk, RN and JFG.  Proposed by RN, seconded by DT and all voted in favour.
6.9 Approve Precept Figure 2022/23 – The Consumer Price Index was at 7.08% in November 2021.  The budget was discussed and agreed that a 7% increase be applied to the precept figure for 2022/23.  It was therefore proposed by JFG, seconded by RN, that Staverton Parish Council do precept upon West Northamptonshire Council the total sum of £12,691.00, payable in two instalments in April and September 2022.
