3        OPEN FORUM

3.1      Reports from members of the public – Nil 
3.2      Report from West Northamptonshire Unitary Councillor – R Frost advised that the new Highways contract has been awarded to Kier for a 7 year period, commencing from September 2022. The new contract will include road sign cleaning, which has been omitted for the past few years, and an improvement to the service which is currently being provided by KierWSP.  All were reminded to use the “Fix my Street” website to report any issues and contact one of the ward councillors, if there are any problems which are not being attended to.  There is community grant funding available for local groups/charities.
4         MINUTES

4.1      APPROVE MINUTES of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 3rd May 2022 – the minutes were amended to read “Item 5.1 Well Lane – Access and Maintenance Update - The Lane has been resurfaced by the resident using white stone chippings, and WNC Planning and Highways need to be made aware.  An invoice for £12,600 has been issued to the PC for payment of this work.  The PC confirms that this Lane is not their responsibility, and they will not be paying any invoice.  There are concerns raised that a gate will be installed at this location, as previously advised by the resident.  It was reminded to all that this is a public Right of Way.  NW has agreed to create an email and send to the WNC Portfolio Holder (as advised by J Gilford), with all relevant persons copied in” and following this amendment, the minutes were then approved as an accurate record of the meeting and will be signed and dated by the Chairman.  Proposed by JFG, seconded by AM and all voted in favour.
5
MATTERS ARISING 

5.1 Well Lane – Access and Maintenance Update – As NW was not at the meeting to provide an update, this item will be deferred to July.  It was agreed that R Frost be copied in to any e-mail correspondence to try and assist.
5.2 Street Light Improvements – Daventry Road/Church Street – E-On are providing quotes to improve the lighting in this area.  The item will be deferred until July, when the quotations will be in, and councillors have had a chance to review the street light in question after dark.
5.3 Parking around Braunston Lane triangle – RN has spoken with the School, who have advised that parents are being reminded of the parking problems in the area, and the School have agreed to reinstate the parking manikins.  The Clerk will confirm the concerns raised by letter.
 

5.4 Braunston Lane – Development Works – There has been a complaint received about the noise from the site with the contractors and the deliveries.  Residents will be asked to compile a list of concerns and the Clerk will notify Environmental Health.  Proposed by AM, seconded by SR and all voted in favour.
5.5 Badby Lane - Speed Restrictions & Highway Safety Issues – The request for a 30mph speed limit has been rejected by the Speed Review Panel. The e-mail response from M Clarke (Highways) was read out to all by TM.  The Clerk will send the response to Badby PC. DT and the Badby PC Highways Rep, will co-ordinate a response to the e-mail.  Proposed by TM, seconded by AM and with 6 votes in favour and 1 against (JFG). Carried. 
5.6 Parish Website and Contact List – AM confirmed that the website is now up to date and it was agreed by all that this item can be removed from the agenda.
5.7 Code of Conduct Training – All apart from TM were in attendance.  Certificates have been received.  JFG proposed that this item be removed from the agenda, seconded by RP and all voted in favour.
5.8 Review Code of Conduct – Following the training D Moody has issued the PC with the WNC new Code of Conduct.  The PC will review this and consider adopting at the July meeting.
5.9 Trees obstructing Grass Cutting - Daventry Road – SR will undertake the light trimming with the assistance of DT and TM.
5.10 Removal of Boundary Wall – Yee Tree Cottage, Windmill Lane – The Clerk will contact the Planning Officer for an update on the wall situation, ready for the July meeting.
5.11 Mobile Police Surgery – The Beat Bus will be visiting Staverton soon, once the date is announced these details will be posted on the website and social media.

BUSINESS

Queen’s Platinum Jubilee Celebrations 2022 – The four days of events was a great success.  The PC Platinum Jubilee tree was blessed.  AM will create a gallery on the website for the celebrations, and will ask on the village WhatsApp group for any photos to be submitted.  It was agreed by all that this item can now be removed from the agenda.
6.2 Staverton Neighbourhood Development Plan – There has been one volunteer put their name forward for the new working party to be formed. AM will advertise on the website and Village WhatsApp for more volunteers and RN will post on social media.  A minimum of 3 people are required.
6.3 NCALC - Asset Mapping Project – JFG and the Clerk will arrange for this to be undertaken and uploaded to the Parish Online software.
6.4 Conversion of Parish Street Lights Project – JFG has requested revised quotations for the upgrade programme and the working party will meet to discuss these and present a proposal at the July meeting.
6.5 Review of Policy Documents & Risk Assessment – Updated to read WNC – JFG proposed that these are all now adopted in the current form, seconded by AM and all voted in favour.  It was agreed by all that this item can be removed from the agenda.
6.6 Review of Annual Insurance Renewal – The schedule was circulated to all.  JFG proposed that the policy still meets the requirements of the PC, seconded by SR and all voted in favour.
6.7 Approve Annual Governance Statement 2021-22 – It was proposed by AM, seconded by RP that the Annual Governance Statement be approved and signed, all voted in favour.
6.8 Approve Annual Accounting Statement 2021-22 - It was proposed by AM, seconded by RP that the Annual Accounting Statement be approved and signed, all voted in favour.
6.9 Internal Audit Review 2021-22 – The report from the Internal Auditor was read out by the Chairman and it was noted that there were no items of concern or recommendations proposed.
6.10 Approve Certificate of Exemption 2021-22 - It was proposed by AM, seconded by JFG that the Certificate of Exemption be approved and signed, all voted in favour.  This will be submitted to the External Auditor.
6.11 Braunston Lane Development – Street Name Proposals – The developer has made the suggestion of The Paddocks.  DT proposed that this is accepted, seconded by JFG and with 6 votes in favour and 1 against (SR).  Carried.
