3        OPEN FORUM

3.1      Reports from members of the public – Concerns were raised regarding a recent news article about defibrillators not being registered.  It was confirmed by M Nightingale that the Staverton one is listed on the Circuit.
3.2      Report from West Northamptonshire Unitary Councillor (J Gilford) – J Gilford has been part of the scrutiny group investigating the new highways contract which has been awarded to Kier recently.  It appears that the pothole criteria and frontline services will remain as is currently, with only changes being made at management level.  This is not good news for the County and J Gilford will continue to battle for an improved service.  The WNC Annual Report 2021-22 is now available and will be posted on the website and circulated to the PC by AM.
4         MINUTES

4.1      APPROVE MINUTES of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 7th June 2022 – It was proposed by TM that the minutes were an accurate record of the meeting, seconded by JFG and all voted in favour.  The minutes will be signed and dated by the Chairman.

MATTERS ARISING 

5.1 Well Lane – Access and Maintenance Update – NW has reported the stiles and closed dog flaps to Fix My Street, on the recommendation of Nick Wedgbrow.  The status of this job remains as “investigating”.  JFG will write to the Conservation Officer with regards to the maintenance works that has been undertaken on the resurfacing of the Lane by the resident.
5.2 Parking around Braunston Lane triangle – An e-mail has been received from the School stating that parents have been reminded about parking, and this will be re-issued for the new term in September. The PCSO has also been made aware of the problems.  The School are fully supportive of the PC’s request for considerate parking.
TM proposed that a meeting be arranged with the School to discuss further improvements which could be implemented, seconded by JFG and all voted in favour.
 
(JFG proposed that Item 6.5 be discussed next as it was deemed necessary, no seconder.  Not carried)
5.3 Braunston Lane – Development Works – Highways have confirmed that the developer should be running a Construction Management Plan, should there be any concerns with the state of the roads leading to the development then Planning Enforcement should be notified.  Any noise issues should be raised with Environmental Health.  This will continue to be monitored by the PC.
5.4 Badby Lane - Speed Restrictions & Highway Safety Issues – Before a response to the Highways letter be written the PC awaits an update from Badby Parish.  A joint co-ordinated reply can then be written.
5.5 Trees obstructing Grass Cutting - Daventry Road – SR has not had time to trim these trees, which are the responsibility of Highways, but would greatly assist the mowing contractor when done.  Defer to August.
5.6 Removal of Boundary Wall – Yew Tree Cottage, Windmill Lane – Planning Enforcement have visited the site and confirm that the wall was in poor condition therefore had to be removed.  Re-instatement is planned and this will be monitored by the Planning department.  JFG proposed that this item be removed from the agenda, seconded by TM and all voted in favour.
5.7 Mobile Police Surgery – The Scam Awareness Workshop is hopefully being arranged for Staverton and the surrounding villages and will take place in the School.  The PC awaits a date for the Beat Bus to visit.  PCSO Tara Cooksammy has confirmed she will be visiting the September PC meeting.

BUSINESS 
6.1
Staverton Neighbourhood Development Plan – An advert will be written by AM & TM to be circulated on the WhatsApp, social media and website to generate a working party to take the SNDP forward.  The Clerk will advise the already interested person of the delays.
6.2 NCALC - Asset Mapping Project – JFG and the Clerk will arrange the data inputting of the Assets into the online database.
6.3 Conversion of Parish Street Lights Project – JFG has received some quotes for the project, however has yet to have a discussion with the working party to put forward a proposal to the PC.  Defer to August.
6.4 Street Lighting Improvement – Daventry Road/Church Street – E-ON have quoted, to remove and disconnect the existing lantern would be at a cost of £503.00 pus VAT.  To install a new column and attach the lantern would be £2,706 plus VAT.  DT proposed that this item be removed from the agenda and discussed again once the conversion project has been undertaken, seconded by NW and all voted in favour.

Vehicle Activated Signs Representative (S Evans) – A recent Police Traffic Survey report has been received which was undertaken between 10-17/06/22.  A total of 42,075 vehicles were recorded, of which 55% exceeded the 30mph speed limit, and 22% exceeded 35mph.  It was requested by NW that data results be provided prior to the Vehicle Activated Signs being installed.  Many thanks were given by all to Simon for the detailed report.
