3.1      Reports from members of the public – Nil 
3.2      Report from West Northants Unitary Councillor – J Gilford – The boundary review is currently underway with plans to reduce the number of councillors from 93 down to 77-82. Ward boundaries may need to increase to accommodate the reduction in councillors.  WNC are assisting with a Cost of Living support scheme for families on low income and pension credit. £7million has been provided from the government to boost local economies. The Integrated Care System is now in place, across multi agencies.  School swimming courses have been withdrawn.  The new Highways contract has an increase in funding but this is for supervision and management only, the Scrutiny Group are aware.

4         MINUTES

4.1      APPROVE MINUTES of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 5th July 2022 – It was proposed by TM, seconded by RP and 5 votes in favour that the minutes were an accurate record of the meeting and will be signed and dated by the Chairman.  JFG abstained.
AM & TM will look after the PC Recording Equipment so permanent records can be kept of each meeting. The Recording of Meetings Policy will be reviewed at the September meeting.

MATTERS ARISING 

5.1 Well Lane – Access and Maintenance Update – A gate has been installed outside the property at the bottom of Well Lane. RP has had a lengthy discussion with the resident, who has advised that WNC have given permission for this.  Following e-mail discussions, Rights of Way have confirmed that permission for a gate has not been provided.  JFG proposed that the gate is reported to the Planning Enforcement department as a breach of conditions, seconded by DT and 4 votes in favour, TM & RP abstained.  With regards to the resurfacing of the Lane, advice has been received from Eamon McDowell (WNC Planning) that the PC should report to Planning Enforcement if they feel that a breach of conditions has happened, being as this is within the conservation area of the village, seconded by DT and 5 votes in favour and 1 abstention (RP).  The fingerpost at the top of Well Lane/Manor Road indicating the Right of Way down the Lane has been removed.  This has been reported in by RN to Fix My Street and is currently under investigation.  JFG will generate a report incorporating all the issues discussed in the meeting and TM will assist with photographic evidence.  This document will then be forwarded to WNC as an overall complaint with the full details. Proposed by JFG, seconded by DT and all voted in favour.
5.2 Parking around Braunston Lane triangle – The parking issues are continuing, even during the School holidays.  The meeting between the School and the PC will be arranged for the start of the new term,

Braunston Lane – Development Works – No issues have been reported.
5.4 Badby Lane - Speed Restrictions & Highway Safety Issues – An e-mail has been received from Badby PC advising that they support some speed restrictions along Badby Lane. A joint response will be sent to WNC Highways from TM and Tom Davis (Badby Lane resident).  It was noted that a further accident had occurred along the Lane since the last meeting.  The response will be circulated to all councillors for approval before submitting to Highways.  Proposed by TM, seconded by AM and with 5 votes in favour and 1 against (JFG).
5.5 Trees obstructing Grass Cutting - Daventry Road – The works have still to be completed.  TM and DT will liaise with SR.
5.6 Mobile Police Surgery – No date has been provided as yet for the visit, however PCSO Tara Cooksammy will be visiting the September PC meeting.

BUSINESS 
6.1
Staverton Neighbourhood Development Plan – A recruitment to join the working group has been posted on the website, WhatsApp group and social media.  There has been no response as yet, with still only the one name on the list.  A minimum of three people are required to move the Plan forward.  JFG will create a letter which will be sent out to those who attended the public meeting to generate some interest.  Proposed by JFG, seconded by AM and all voted in favour.
6.2 Conversion of Parish Street Lights Project – JFG has received two quotes for the project; these were discussed at length with the councillors.  Zeta have quoted £10,285 plus VAT, but can provide the correct light colour required, along with a 10 year guarantee.  Sparkx can provide a warm white light for the sum of £4,790 plus VAT with a 5 year guarantee.  Both schemes will have cost savings on electricity costs within 5 years.  JFG proposed that costs and analysis for both schemes will be produced for the next meeting, seconded by RP and all voted in favour.  
6.3 Review WNC - Code of Conduct – RN proposed that the PC adopt the new version in line with WNC, seconded by AM and all voted in favour.
