Chairman’s Announcements – All were reminded of the Code of Conduct during the meeting, and that the public will be allowed to speak at the Chairman’s discretion.  JFG advised he is recording the meeting.  Thanks were given to RN for reading the Proclamation of the King along with AM for the website coverage following the death of HM Queen Elizabeth II.

3.1      Reports from members of the public – Nil 
3.2      Report from West Northants Unitary Councillor – J Gilford – Councillors were reminded that all WNC Meetings are available to watch live on YouTube. There is currently a budget deficit of £7.6million for this year which will need to be addressed.  £575,000 funding has been allocated for adult numeracy, along with £5.4million to support the cost of living crisis.  WNC are working with Stagecoach across the county to achieve an Active Travel Plan.  The consultation process is underway for the Boundary Review with the ward councillor numbers being reduced to a total of 77.
4         MINUTES

4.1      APPROVE MINUTES of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 6th September 2022 – The following amendments were proposed by JFG, seconded by NW and all voted in favour (TM & AM abstained) 
Added to Item 6.2 - It is anticipated that the initial cost would be recovered within 4-5 years at current fixed electricity prices, leaving an ongoing savings in electricity cost of as much as 80% for the balance of the 10 years and beyond.
Amendment to Item 8.4 - JFG will draft a letter regarding the logic adopted by the Planning Inspector about the Conservation Area and for advice on how the wording needs to be amended.
The minutes were then approved as an accurate record of the meeting and will be signed and dated by the Chairman.
5
MATTERS ARISING 

5.1 Well Lane – Access, Maintenance & Missing Finger Post – JFG reported that it has been stated that no planning application is required for the gates. Rights of Way Officer, Nick Wedgebrow is currently investigating a letter of authorisation sent to the resident from a senior member of the team that were unaware of the history of the Lane.  A planning application made in 1996 was refused.  JFG has arranged to have a Zoom Meeting with David Smith (WNC) to gain his support and advice on this matter.  The missing finger post will be replaced by WNC.
5.2 Parking around Braunston Lane triangle – A meeting between the School, the PCSO and a member of the PC will be arranged.
Considerate parking from teaching staff, parents/carers and residents needs to be addressed. The meeting will be attended by DT,  proposed by DT, seconded by NW and all voted in favour.  DT will report back at the November meeting.

5.3 Braunston Lane – Development Works – The drawings have been received for the electricity cables to be installed at the new development.  These works will be taking place at the end of October and will take around two weeks. Disruption is to be expected.  JFG and TM will check the planning conditions with regards to the construction traffic for the site.
5.4 Badby Lane – Proposed Speed Restrictions – TM has circulated a draft letter with the response to Highways. SR proposed that this be approved by the PC and forwarded to Badby PC for approval, seconded by AM and all voted in favour (JFG abstained).  Once Badby PC approve, this will be sent to Matt Clarke (WNC Highways). 
5.5 Trees obstructing Grass Cutting - Daventry Road – NW will report these trees to WNC and see if any action is undertaken, as they are their responsibility.  Proposed by NW. seconded by AM and all voted in favour.  Should no action be taken, SR, DT and TM will arrange a plan to sort.
5.6 Mobile Police Surgery – The Beat Bus has now visited the village.  SR proposed that this item be removed from the agenda, seconded by NW and all voted in favour.
5.7 NCALC – Annual Conference – Saturday 1st October 10am – This was attended by TM, AM and the Clerk.  Sessions attended were Police in the Community, Cost of Living Crisis and Climate Change.
5.8 NCALC - Asset Mapping Project/Parish Online Invoice – JFG proposed that the Asset Mapping be removed from the Agenda, seconded by SR and all voted in favour.   The Parish Online software is a valuable tool for the Neighbourhood Development Plan and it was approved by all that this is purchased.   The Clerk will submit the login details to AM for review.  Parish Online also offers a website service, which is much more user friendly and easy to use.  The annual costs are similar to what is currently being paid by the PC to FastHosts. This will be investigated and discussed further at the November meeting.

BUSINESS 
6.1
Staverton Neighbourhood Development Plan – 6 names have come forward to form the Neighbourhood Development Plan working party.  Guidance will be required from WNC and the PC to get things started.  JFG will produce a package, and Jayne Parry (WNC) will be invited to attend the first meeting to give an overview and answer any questions.  JFG proposed that an initial meeting date be arranged, seconded by AM and all voted in favour.
6.2 Conversion of Parish Street Lights Project – The upgrade works are due to commence at the end of this week and is expected to be completed within three weeks.
6.3 WNC Consultation – Electoral Review to reduce ward councillor numbers – The PC have been asked to respond to the consultation for the boundary review, and decide what they feel is best for parish with consideration given to future growth and developments. It is recommended one ward councillor per 4,200 population.  It was proposed by AM that TM speaks with RN to consider the response, seconded by SR and all voted in favour.
6.4 Road Safety Funding Availability – DT proposed that AM & TM investigate the options available to the PC and report back to the November meeting, seconded by SR and all voted in favour.
