3.1      Reports from members of the public – Nil 
3.2      Report from West Northants Unitary Councillor – J Gilford – There is a fortnightly newsletter that residents can sign up for on the WNC website.  Covid Booster vaccinations can now be booked for the over 50’s.  Cost of living support is available for those in financial need, with over 17,500 households have benefited so far.  The fly-tipping assistance for private landowners is continuing for a further year. The new Public Spaces Protection Order has come into force from this week and will have revised rules for dog mess and smoking in certain areas. There have been incidents of bird flu identified in Towcester.  There is a Nominate a Male Role Model award for International Men’s Day.  Community Larders are operating in the area.  The Boundary Review consultation has advised that the Daventry District will reduce the amount of ward councillors from 24 to 20.  For the Woodford ward, this will mean a reduction to two councillors.  The gauge being one councillor per 4000 residents.  J Gilford has been assisting with the Well Lane issues following the installation of the gate.  Only the pedestrian gate remains open at all times, and the Right of Way requires the full width of the Lane.  Talks are ongoing with the Rights of Way Team and Planning Department. 
4         MINUTES

4.1      APPROVE MINUTES of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 4th October 2022 – It was proposed by SR, seconded by DT and all voted in favour for the minutes to be signed as an accurate record of the meeting and will be signed and dated by the Chairman.
5 
MATTERS ARISING 

5.1 Well Lane – Access, Maintenance & Missing Finger Post – Many thanks were given to J Gilford (WNC) for her assistance with the problems raised to WNC by the PC.  It was confirmed that JFG has the full support of the PC to investigate these issues. This was agreed at the closed session in September by all in attendance.
5.2 Parking around Braunston Lane triangle – DT has attended a meeting with the Head of the School and the Police
.  As there are currently no traffic orders in place outside the School, it was suggested that Highways could be involved if necessary.  The Head has sent an e-mail to parents/carers advising them to park correctly or face fines of up to £100, if parking within 10m of a junction. JFG proposed that a working party be formed to monitor the situation and report back to the PC with a proposed solution, seconded by RP and with 2 votes in favour and 3 against, this was not carried.  This issue will continue to be monitored. 
5.3 Badby Lane – Proposed Speed Restrictions – Badby PC have confirmed that the draft letter will be discussed at their next meeting on 14th November.  The outcome will then be discussed by SPC in December.  JFG asked that the permanent fly tipping signs be erected in the lane, following the temporary ones issued earlier this year.  The Clerk will make contact with WNC.

5.4 Trees obstructing Grass Cutting – Daventry Road – NW reported by e-mail that WNC will only attend to any trees if there are urgent health and safety issues.  SR confirmed that once the leaves have fallen, himself and DT would trim the lower branches to assist the grass mowing contractor.  
6 
BUSINESS 
6.1 Staverton Neighbourhood Development Plan – The first meeting of the working party has been arranged by JFG for 3rd November in the Village Hall, and this will also be attended by Jane Parry (WNC).  
A report will be delivered to the PC in December from the group.
6.2 Conversion of Parish Street Lights Project – JFG has been advised from the contractors that the upgrade project will be completed this week.  Once completed, JFG will update Western Power for the tariff to be changed.  JFG advised that the light in the BT Telephone Box is out.  The Clerk will arrange for a repair.
6.3 Road Safety Funding – This will be deferred to December.  AM and TM to provide any update.
6.4 Braunston Lane – Development Works – Several complaints have been received from residents, involving the articulated lorries, deliveries, forklifts and mud on the road.  JFG has checked the planning conditions of this development and confirmed that several of these are not being adhered to.  The Clerk will send a letter to the Planning Enforcement department informing them of the problems and ask that these be investigated.    
6.5 Parish Online – Proposed Website Service – Defer to December.  AM to update.
6.6 WNC Consultation – Electoral Review to reduce ward councillor numbers – As discussed under WNC reports earlier.
6.7 Allotment Rent Reviews – The annual rents have not increased for many years.  This will be discussed by the PC in December and the Clerk will circulate the allotment information to all.
